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T o n y  T r o w b r i d g e
(1942-1997)
A personal recollection
by Graham Berry

Tony Trowbridge died on the Sunday morning of 16th March 1997. He had had a good run on Kinder Scout the day before. He will be sadly missed by his wife Wendy and children Sally and Stuart. He will also be missed by several groups of people from the world of fell running, cross country running, athletics, sports science, mathematics, medical physics, football, squash, tennis, car rallying and others. Whatever Tony took up, he took up with great dedication, commitment and intelligence - a powerful combination which brought him significant successes in each.Before he even started fell running he had taken part, at a high level, in tennis, squash and football but Tony always wanted to move on and develop so when he happened to see me finish the Marsden to Edale race in the mid seventies, he contacted me to start training. Typically, he had been determined enough to learn on his own by running up Fairbrook Naze towards Kinder in a pair of football boots. For about the next ten years we became training partners, intense rivals and close family friends with Wendy and Tony becoming our daughter’s godparents.Our training and rivalry benefited us both, and once Tony had learnt the skills and tactics of fell running he became a significant presence in the fell running scene. He was particularly proud of his win in the Marsden to Edale, particularly as this was the race which had inspired him to take up fell running. However, on this day, in poignant irony,

his father died. Tony did not know this until after the race.Tony continued running not only on the fells but also on the track and on the road where he recorded a 2 hour 30 min marathon time at Rotherham. However, his first interest was on the fells where he felt uplifted and inspired.Tony was very much at home on fells and we trained (together with Skip - the fittest dog in Sheffield) intensely using schedules he was beginning to develop. We decided to try the Karri mor International Mountain Marathon (KIMM) and with typical audacity Tony chose to go for the elite class in the first Howgills KIMM. We finished well (we thought) and the experience encouraged us to do more in the Rhinogs and in Arran. In 1978, when I opted out of the KIMM because our daughter was expected in late October, Tony, with characteristic and touching loyalty, did not take up alternative KIMM partners!We became close family friends through running and both families would holiday together in the Lake District at Borrowdale, Langdale and Wasdale (each of which race he completed to finish in the first 20). During these holidays his other characteristics became evident, his generosity with time, advice, practical assistance and financial help. He came and rescued us from an almost flooded campsite in Wasdale after he himself had been flooded out. He has provided many a Dark Peak Fell Runner, of which he was a founder member, with lifts to races.He has listened to many a runner about their woes and has advised them of possible training schedules. All this was leading him to become an eminent trainer or coach to some of the top fell runners and road runners. Notably, Tony has coached international runners and in one year two fell running champions. His coaching abilities derived from not only his practical and personal experience of the sport but also from his professional life.Trained as a mathematician, he left Sheffield University Maths Department and moved into the Medical Physics Department where his knowledge was developed to understanding blood flow, mechanics of sport and then on to sports medicine. He involved DPFR club runners on experiments involving blood sampling heart monitoring, tread mill work and training schedules. I believe he gathered together a sports science group which had a world wide reputation. So Tony had developed and moved on from an interested spectator in the Marsden Edale race to an authority of some standing (he was a

Reader at Sheffield University) via a determined and practical fell running experience. Only Tony could have managed to combine and merge his love of fell running with his professional life up until the day before he died.He will be sadly missed by us all.

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SECRETARY’S CORNERThree committee meetings have takenplace since the last magazine reports.These are brief notes of items which maybe of interest to members.
HORTON IN RIBBLESDALE, 
SATURDAY 7 JUNE 19971. Only 16 booked for FRA coach to World Trophy in the Czech Republic. Agreed to try to stir up more interest with deadline mid-July.2. Dave Richardson reported successful training weekend for juniors, see June magazine.3. Inter County Athletic Union suitably impressed with the Inter County com­petition at Sail Beck. We hope to repeat annually at different venues.4. ICMR Technical Committee have rejected proposal that ladies courses at their events be the same as the mens. We believe there is significant support for this change by participating countries and we shall raise the matter again at the next ICMR meeting.5. BAF Registration Scheme. The North of England has no proposals for the time being but the Midland AA in­tend to introduce a scheme. We view the proposals as unnecessary and im­practical so far as fell runners are con­cerned. FRA members are, in effect, registered with us, and in any case we are not inclined to support several dif­fering regional schemes.6. Request for separate earlier start for ladies in short championship races considered. Referred to Fell and Hill Running Commission as we would prefer implementation next year on a UK basis rather than only at English champs.
KESWICK, SUNDAY 2 AUGUST 19971. With no further support forthcoming, the FRA coach to the World Trophy is cancelled with regret.

2. The 1997 Junior Home International will take place on Sunday 12 October at Pontypool Park, South Wales.3. Five offers to undertake the FRA Management Services have been received. A small working group appointed to consider these offers and to accept the most suitable.4. Noted that 1998 British Championship races have been decided by FHRC. British and English races are under discussion due to changes in interna­tional dates.5. Noted that FHRC have agreed to separate ladies start at British champs short races with effect from 1998. Confirmed this will also apply in English champs.6. Agreed that with effect from 1998, English champs men vets over 40 teams will be 4 to count (currently 3). We hope the British champs will follow suit in due course.1. Discussed nominations and motions for ACM. Please make a special effort to attend. There are 4 committee seats for individual members, nominations taken at the meeting.2. Pete Bland, England Team Manager reported on World Trophy, see else­where in this issue.3. Selwyn Wright reported on ICMR meeting in Czech Republic. No progress with our desire to see ladies courses same as mens. We shall keep the pot boiling. 1998 World Trophy is on the French Island of Reunion in the Indian Ocean and it looks as though it will be expensive for supporters to make the trip. 1999 World Trophy is in Malaysia, another expensive trip.1998 European Trophy in Italy, and1999 in Austria.4. Martin Stone, in the shape of Staminade Computing, has been ap­pointed to look after our membership services for a three year term.

BRITISH TEAMS 
ABROADAs in previous years the fell/hill running commission accepted two invitations to International mountain races on the con­tinent, the Challenge Stellina in Italy and the Matterhomlauf in Zermatt, Switzer­land.
Challenge Stellina (Susa). 24.8.97. 
15.2km/1500m a scent.The race was won convincingly by cur­rent World champion Antonio Molinary in lhr. 21 min. 57secs. A few minutes slower than his record set last year. Runner-up was Thierry Icart (France) in 1.23.32, who also ran at Snowdon. He is quite excited about the British fell running scene and has registered as the first French member of the FRA!First of the British team was Bashire Hus­sain in 7th position with a time of 1.25.12. He is considering a major return to fell running next year in a bid to gain selec tion for the World Trophy on the island of Reunion. Jonathan Hooper, now in his first year of running in the Welsh national team, and with a good European Trophy run behind him, also ran well to finish 10th in 1.27.20. The combined time of these two made up the team score of 2.52.32 for third position behind the win­ning Italians and just 6 seconds behind the Swiss team of W. Schoock (Junior world champion in Keswick 1998) and U. Horis- berger.. Martin Roscoe had a disappoint­ing run to finish 18th.
Matterhornlauf (Zermatt) 31.8.97 
12.3km/1000m ascentThe late arrival of a group of Ethiopians, touring the Swiss mountain races in search of lucrative prize money, threw other contenders into some confusion. Their form was unknown but rumours were that they had broken some sig­nificant race record this year. As it transpired, Richard Findlow, with high hopes of improving on his 2nd position of last year, could not stay with the two leading Ethiopians when they made their bid for victory with 3km to go. Richard then settled for 3rd place in a time of 59mis. 6secs., 40 seconds behind winner Haile Koricho. Steve Hawkins (Bingley) gaining his first British vest had a good run finishing 14th in 63.25, thus dispelling his fears that he could not perform on uphill only courses. Mark Kinch, still struggling to regain his form of recent years was 19th in 64.45, and Gregg Hull last of the team in 23rd position in 66.17. The team were third in the International race behind Ethiopia and the USA.Anne Buckley had a brilliant run to win the ladies category in a time of 70.37 from the strong Swiss runner Isabella Cret- tenand (nee Moretti).

Phone numbers, please!Dear Sir,This year due to extreme weather condi­tions ie snow, it has come to our attention

that certain fell races within the fixtures calendar do not have contact telephone numbers. This state of affairs causes numerous problems:1. The competitor finds it impossible to contact the organiser in regards whether the race is on or off. Which in turn means they could be taking unnecessary risks in travelling to a cancelled event.2. In the event of a competitor being injured/hospitalised, it is impossible for family/friends to make enquiries.3. Some races have works/shop numbers, this is acceptable assuming they leave a message on the answer phone in regards cancellation or not, but doesn’t answer point 2.As race organisers ourselves we feel that competitors should have some kind of contact number especially in races that are run when inclement/extreme weather con­ditions can prevail. Organisers go to a great deal of trouble putting events on, so to just put a contact number down we feel is not a great sacrifice.In your FRA safety requirements for fell races it declares the safety of competitors is the main factor, this is surely not the case if competitors cannot contact the or­ganiser, and find out whether the race is on or not.The postponement/cancellation of races is not restricted to winter months, last year alone 5 races advertised within the calen­dar were cancelled for various reasons, perhaps a policy for a contact number should be taken throughout the calendar thereby giving the membership the oppor­tunity to make enquiries.Yours in sport

As the season draws to a close there are plenty of good points to look back on. Congratulations to all those who have become champions and those who have won a medal in the English Cham­pionship. Also well done to those youngsters who gained international vests at Knockdu, The Black Forest, The Czech Republic and those who will do so at this year’s Home International in Wales. This season there have been several who have gained their first vest and it has been rewarding to see them come up through the age categories and to get their just rewards.The trip to the teenager games in the Black Forest in Germany was enjoyed by all those who went, despite the fact that from what I heard the races were not best suited to our types of running, but par­ticular congratulations must go to Sarah Gatford who finished a marvellous second girl and Simon Bailey who also finished in the top few. Most of those who went this year will also be still eligible for next year so with the valuable experience things could look good for next season. It is also a similar situation in the World Trophy where all the lads will still be in the same age category next season.Finally on the International and Cham­pionship aspect of the season, this year’s British Junior Home International and British Championship Race is on SUN­DAY 12th October 1997 based at the Pontypool Park and Leisure Centre in South Wales on the borders of the Brecon Beacons National Park. If it still follows the format of previous years there will be an open under 14 boys and girls race and then open and international races at under 16 boys and under 18 boys and girls, all for the BRITISH Champion, so even if you are not selected to run for your country it is worth going to run for the British Championship. For further details please contact me.This year’s championship got off to an exceptional start with the largest numbers of youngsters I have ever seen at a fell race turning out at Hebden and whilst this has not been equalled there have been high turn outs at all the races. The only disappointment has been in the under 18’s where numbers have been significantly low on previous years. However the up on this is that the quality at this end has been higher than ever before. There has also been an influx of new runners this season and particular mention must go to the Settle club who have turned out in plenti­ful numbers at all the races and at present are on course to win the team trophy. It was also good to see the Wirral club back again in such good numbers and I feelI must thank the Coaches of these two clubs, as well as the stalwarts at Horwich, for supporting the races this year.

There are one or two changes proposed for next season’s Championship concerning the age categories. One is that the Inter and Under 18 categories are scrapped and replaced by an Under 19 category, which would put us in line with world trophy age groups and would replace a category (IN­TERS) which has previously been poorly contested in numerical terms. The other is that we drop the minimum age restriction on runners (over 11 on the day of the race) as most race organisers have seemed to ignore it, and its implementation in the English Championship has been very dif­ficult without having every under 12’s runners age and date of birth and conse­quently this season I am sure some under11 ’s have slipped through the net.So if you have any opinions on any of these matters then please contact me as soon as possible and pass on your comments BEFORE the FRA AGM on SATURDAY 11th OCTOBER.As I say every year at this time, if you know of any good races or want to put on a race for a championship event then I would be more than happy to hear from you as it will soon be time to sort out the 1998 season before taking a break for the winter. I have already had one potential possibility from the Holmfirth club and I hope we can get 6 good races in advance of the FRA calendar coming out next year.Finally, it is hoped the Presentation of the English Junior Championship will take place some time in October, at the time of writing this it has not been finalised, but look elsewhere in this magazine to see if it has been organised.Best wishes to all runners, families and coaches and all those who have supported us in 1997.

GreenwoodJonathon clocked 12 minutes exactly, just managing to scrape home ahead of a blistering sprint finish by Carl Swire of Clayton and Buxton’s Sam Turton. I couldn’t separate the lads on the line, so their names have gone down on the results in alphabetical order!Sarah Gatford had a clear win in the girls section almost half a minute clear of Chorley’s Lisa Richardson in 12 mins 50 sec, while Fiona Harrison, all the way from Preseli in Wales made her long trip north worthwhile with third place in 13 min 56 sec.A local lady accidentally broke a piece of tape with her car wheel on the U16’s bridleway section, causing the leading pair to run into the stable-yard instead of going up the steep climb to Twine Lane. This set the scene for a weekend of intense competition and the making of good friendships between all the athletes.The England team management decided not to enter teams for the individual 800m trail races in the morning preferring to rest the athletes for the main event, the mountain race at 4.00pm. The Welsh team however, were keen to join in and were rewarded with some excellent perfor­mances, most notably, the first place going to Robin Powell of Colwyn Bay in an impressive 2:12.10 on a difficult course.

Race start Photo: Adrian WoodsLlinos Phillips of Carmarthen Harriers and Cai Pierce of Eryri Harriers both came 3rd in their respective age groups.In the afternoon’s mountain running event there were again some outstanding per­formances by the British runners. Simon Bailey of England was 4th overall and 3rd in his age category. The next two British runners were from Wales, Cai Pierce 10th (2nd in his age category) and Duncan Hughes of Wrexham in 12th position. Just behind him was Michael Cayton of Eng­land in 13th. Andrew Symonds of Eng­land was 15th and Robin Powell of Wales 19th overall. In the team results England were 4th and Wales 5th.In the ladies race young Sarah Gatford of England had an outstanding race just pipped for 1st overall by one second but a clear winner in her own age category. The next in was Victoria Rusius of England in 5th followed by Sian Williams of Wales in 15th, Natalie White, England was in 16th, Llinos Phillips, Wales in 18th and Leah Hughes, Wales 24th.The grand finale to the event was on Sunday morning in the 3 x 800m trail race. In an exciting and close fought battle Wales came 3rd overall behind Slovakia and an impressive Italian team but managed to hold off England by 5

seconds. Robin Powell again had an outstanding run. In the junior ladies event England had an excellent 3rd place overall whilst Wales did well to finish in 5th.The event was a real eye-opener for the young Welsh team and provided top class competition and experience of mountain type events on the continent. It must be said that without sponsorship the team would not have been able to go and a special thank you must be said to ‘Wheels’ minibus company of North Wales for supplying the transport to get us to the event.

British Championship 
It’s a tie!
August 2
DONARD- 
COMMEDAGH RACE
Newcastle, N. Ireland
It was fitting that in the biggest race ever 
staged in Northern Ireland - and the first time 
the country has ever hosted a British cham­
pionship event - that Bingley’s Ian Holmes 
should create history by becoming the first 
man to record a championship-tie in its 26- 
year history.
In the absence of championship leader Mark 
Roberts - who aggravated a foot injury whilst 
training over the course two days earlier - 
Holmes, who had won convincingly at Snow­
don the previous weekend, held off Pudsey and 
Bramley’s Paul Sheard to win by 22 seconds 
and equal Roberts’ points tally of 151.
"It was disappointing that Mark wasn’t running 
here today," said Holmes. "It wouldn’t have 
made a difference, though, had I won - it was 
always going to be a tie if I beat Mark. Tying 
for the championship does take a bit of an edge 
off it, though, I must admit.
"It was a really good course. I decided to sit in 
because I hadn’t run it before. I felt okay after 
Snowdon except that I aggravated blisters on 
my heel and my feet are very sore now."
The early stages of a pulsating race were 
dominated by three-times NI cross country 
champion Deon McNeilly and Alan Bowness. 
Robin Bryson, Holmes, Sheard and Graeme 
Bartlett were soon to take control, however, as 
they moved clear on the climb up North­
ern Ireland’s highest mountain, Slieve Donard

(2796ft), eleven minutes into the race.
Reaching the summit in just under 36:30, a 
short descent soon followed enabling Holmes 
and Sheard to gather themselves before 
moving clear on the next climb. Bryson, 
Bartlett and McNeilly came through shortly 
after followed by Brian Ervine, Ian Botheroyd 
and John Wilkinson.
Holmes moved into a decisive lead on the 
steep descent to the forest beyond halfway 
with Sheard in second and just 30 seconds 
covering third down to eighth place.
McNeilly finished strongly on the final down­
hill to take third ahead of John Wilkinson and 
win the All-Ireland’ title for the first time. 
McNeilly’s superb run also led Newcastle to 
the team title ahead of Shettleston to secure 
championship silver behind Bingley. A great 
feeling, admitted McNeilly, as "Bingley are 
such a massive club."
Jim Patterson also created history by becoming 
the first NI runner to lift a British title as he 
placed a fine 22nd overall to secure the M50 
crown.
Although Angela Mudge, fourth in the recent 
European Trophy, had made sure of the overall 
title when winning the previous race at Car- 
neddau in June, the 27 year old Edinburgh Phd 
student admitted that having run round the 
course after Knockdhu (in May) that she was

suitably impressed and had always intended 
running here, regardless of what happened in 
the championships.
Her superb 28th place overall underlined her 
fine form of late as she held off fellow Scot 
Tracey Brindley to win by over five minutes.
"I haven’t raced for a fortnight and felt I 
needed a run," said Mudge, who improved on 
her previous best championship position of 
second. "I didn’t really push it, though, as I 
wanted to protect my legs as there are some 
important races coming up.
"I haven’t really thought about what it means 
to be British champion. You do the races and 
then see what happens, basically. Having said 
that, it’s obviously very pleasing because it’s 
there in the history books for all time, isn’t it?” 
County Kerry’s Majella Disken of the Riocht 
club - the same club as 1991 world champion 
John Lenihan - finished fifth overall to take the 
All-Ireland title. Carnethy won the team race 
on the day to win the British title with a per­
fect points tally.
Other titles decided on the day include Adrian 
Jones (Glossopdale) in 17th who secured the 
M40 championship ahead of Willie Bell - who 
was leading by just two points prior to the 
race - and Glynda Cook who improved on last 
year’s fourth place to tie for first place in the 
W35 category.

BORROWDALEMenna Angharad underlined her posi­tion as one of Britain’s leading fell runners by hacking almost a minute off double British champion Sarah Rowell’s year old course record of 3:15:34.Just seven days after finishing third in the prestigious Nike International Snowdon Mountain Race on home soil, the 40 year old pottery designer placed an astonishing 16th overall (from 256 starters) - despite going slightly astray coming off Dalehead (checkpoint six)!Clearly it takes a special sort of runner to erase one of Rowell’s marks from the record books. And with the Pudsey runner’s record being set in last year’s English championship race - and there­fore a quality-packed field. Angharad’s time is all the more remarkable.Angharad, who won the race two years ago in the then record time of 3:25:33, admits to preferring long, rougher type courses. But to win a race of this stature by such a huge margin (almost 25 minutes) from 1995 British bronze medallist is exceptional and further

proof that the Eryri mother-of-two is back to form after her injury problems of earlier in the year.There was also delight in the men’s race as Borrowdale sheep shearer Jonny Bland - a runner-up on more than one occasion in the past - claimed a first­time victory in one of the quickest times in recent years.Bland’s uncle, Billy - one of the legen­dary figures in British fell running and the course record holder (2:34:38) from 1981 - once said: "It’s no use being famous somewhere else, much better to be famous where you live." And it’s a maxim the Blands have steadfastly fol­lowed over the years - as have their Borrowdale team-mates, who today oc­cupied the first four places.Although no other runners have managed to dip inside 2:40 (Billy Bland has done so three times), his nephew, Jonny’s winning margin of well over three minutes from cousin Gavin is indicative of just how good a performance it was.Not surprisingly Borrowdale secured the team title, their cumulative time (8:20:29) being over an hour quicker than Clayton’s.

HORSESHOEIn what must go down as one of the perfor­mances of the season to date, Ambleside’s Mari Todd notched up her second cham­pionship win of the campaign to establish herself as firm favourite to land her first ever English title.Not only was Todd able to win by over 34 minutes from a strong women’s tur­nout in the hot, humid conditions, she also placed a superb 17th overall from a quality men’s field to hack over six minutes off Helen Diamantides seven year old course record of 4:28:35. A stunning display over arguably the toughest course in the fell calendar - especially considering much of the route consists of rock and steep scree slopes.Todd, who won the championship opener at Black Combe in March, finished fourth at Fiendsdale and third counter at Pen-Y- Ghent (But fourth overall), has therefore completed the minimum four champion­ship races necessary and now, with just Shelf Moor and the Three Shires in Sep­tember remaining, is clearly in the cham­pionship driving seat.The Borrowdale trio of Jonny Bland and Jim and Andrew Davies were no less im­pressive as they broke clear early on to come home well clear.Had the Cumbrian outfit managed to finish five runners in the race, however - some­thing they were unable to do - they would have also won the team race as well. As it was Clayton, led home by Mike Wallis in 11th, took the honours.Once Bland and the Davies brothers had been able to establish a healthy lead, they sailed through the opening checkpoints at Whin Rigg, Seatallan, the Pillar and Great Gable side-by-side.Bland and Jim Davies moved clear of Andrew as they headed towards Esk Hause before Bland pulled away on the climb up England’s highest mountain, Scafell Pike (3206 ft), to take command.From then on the 24 year old Borrowdale sheep farmer continued to increase his lead on the steep descent through Lingmell Col, Brown Tongue and Lingmell Gill to win by over one and a half minutes and underline his reputation as one of the country’s lead­ing rough terrain runners.

The 1997 Lowe Alpine 
Mountain Marathon 
En.._7imi..nceFor those of you who were not on Jura at the end of May; a very special event oc­curred. Under crystal clear blue skies, 340 teams made their way to the Isle of Jura for two days of brilliant running and the op­portunity to camp overnight on the beauti­ful and uninhabited west coast of the Is­land. All this so nearly didn’t happen, however, and I was in Cumbria staying with the maestro organiser, Martin Stone, when the race planning hit rock bottom and I discovered the recipe for turning Mr. Positive into a depressed bunny. It’s simple really and it only needs three ingredients: Time (his own and lots of it), Money (his own and several hundred pounds of it) and a member of the house of Lords. What you do is get Martin to spend time (perhaps 100 hours, maybe more) doing things like stuff­ing 600 envelopes with entry forms, or­ganising for public ferry timetables to be amended and mobilising a small army of volunteers and helpers, you get him to spend quite a bit of his own money up front before any entries come in and then you get your friendly Lord to ring him and tell him to "Get orf of my land".Martin is used to setbacks like this though and soon the cogs were turning again and problems were being transformed into opportunities. As April turned to May the preparations seemed to get ever more time consuming and Martins enthusiasm sparkled, although he wouldn’t tell me the details I knew we were in for something special so there was a lively air of expectation as we sailed with some 400 fellow competitors across to Islay on the Friday afternoon with the weather set fair. On arrival in Islay we were treated to a re-enactment of D-day as a myriad of small boats appeared from no-where to whisk us across to Jura and the midges.Saturday morning and it is obviously going to be hot. En-route from control 1 to 2 we encounter people running in all directions, including back towards the start, so it is clear that the good visibility will not deter everybody from impersonating headless chickens. There is a steep climb out of control 2 and we manage to get the rest of the course marked up but what starts as a nagging suspicion is confirmed when we agree something doesn’t add up and check the course description sheet again - this is only part one !! So it is that after three hours of mostly runnable terrain we arrive at a beach on the west coast wonder­ing what happens next. What we hadn’t reckoned on was that we would get into a boat. After all, you would really expect for Martin to have had the waves parted revealing a causeway. The boat did fine, however, and we were soon clutching a second map with no fewer than 8 addi­tional controls on the northern side of Loch Tarbert. This was mountain marathoning at its finest and most challenging...intricate

terrain and closely spaced controls but in searing heat. Thankfully, nearly all the controls were lochans which we sampled vigorously.With day one under our belts we were transported back across the waters to a very fine campsite where we were able to hear the exploits of the remaining courses which had tackled Beinn an Oir (the highest pap) and been rock climbing on the cliffs and arches of the raised beaches which are so evident on the West coast. Later in the evening as the sun slowly set behind the myriad small isles out to the west, the Hebridean Princess - CalMacs floating gin palace - hoved into the bay for an over­night stop. A few contemplated swimming out to sample the delights of their bar but none tried.Day two and an early start - like 06.30 early !! Perfect weather again, though, and soon we were off - trying to make the most of a 2 minute lead from day one. Now it was the turn of the Elite and A run­ners to go climbing; with the control code "VS!" giving some idea of the excite­ment ahead. In full view of Ron Isles and his camera crews, teams came round the corner and variously laughed, gasped or surrendered to quiet sobs as they saw the control perched in a hole, 20 feet up the cliff. This was just a warm-up though, there remained the small matter of get­ting up Beinn an Oir from the North for which the map provides very little assis­tance since it marks the whole lot as a big pile of boulders. Of course, when you get there, you realise that the map is ac­tually quite accurate...it is all a big pile of boulders, just that some of it has moss on top. Playing safe, we decided on the Jura race descent as our way off rather than sample the unknown delights of the South Nose and soon felt like we were on the home straight. Closing in on the finish with teams converging from all directions it was clear that there was some tense, head to head racing taking place with the first four teams on the B course only separated by 2 minutes after over 8 hours of running. In the early afternoon, Lowe Alpine dis­tributed a massive pile of "goodies" - more

than the contents of most gear shops - to all the prize winners and then everybody headed back for Islay and the ferry to the mainland under the watchful eye of Mike "Bouncer" Rose who was ruthless in his determination to weed out the potential queue jumpers. As it was, everybody was able to cram onto the decks of the ferry and so nobody had to ring in ""sick" on Mon­day morning.This was a very very fine event. Martin and Martin produced a real gem and the islanders of Jura, suffering their third in­vasion in as many weeks, were brilliant

The camera crews who were there got so excited that they produced 10 hours of film for the 5 minute slot on Transworld and there is now a half hour video being produced (contact Mr Stone for details). ONE-ARMED FELL 
RUNNERS
By Bill SmithFell Racing is a running sport for which hands and arms must be regarded as almost as essential as feet and legs, not only to assist the competitor in climbing or vaulting stiles, walls, gates and fences, and scrambling up and down rocky out­crops, but also for retaining balance on steep descents and contours, not to men­tion navigating with map and compass. There are sections of some races which are testing enough for those of us - the majority of us! - fortunate enough to have the full use of all our limbs. However, there are some extra-hardy souls who have ventured into our sport handicapped by the fact that they possess only one arm and this article will deal with three such athletes who presently compete on a regular basis and one who did so a hundred years ago. I am aware that there are at least two other one-armed runners who have entered the occasional fell race, such as one in this year’s Three Peaks Race running for a club I’d never heard of before, and another I watched in the Wray Caton Moor Race a few years ago.
Maurice Collett: Champion OrienteerOne other man deserving of mention in this context is the former Kendal AC runner, Maurice Collett, who is equally handicapped by the fact that his right arm is paralysed as a result of polio at the age of two. In common with his wife, Loma, Maurice has been a highly-success- ful orienteer as a member of South Ribble AC and indeed a former British Orienteer­ing Champion. He was one of the earliest contenders to attempt the Bob Graham Round, making two attempts in 1960. On May 13th, he and three other Kendal run­ners, Frank Carradus, Raymond Lee and Paul Stewart, set off from Langdale, miss­ing out Rossett Pike but emphasising that their choice of starting place added around 2,000 feet to Graham’s total. Of the four, only Collett and Stewart completed the course but exceeded the statutory 24 hours by 3 hours 20 minutes - a considerable feat anyway for those pioneering days when they didn’t have the advantage of all the knowledge we have accumulated in modem times in regard to training, or­ganisation, preparation and to the course itself - and particularly for Maurice Collett with his handicap.A month later, Collett, Stewart and Car­radus made a second attempt to which Stan Bradshaw of Clayton-le-Moors Har­riers was invited. Stan had been present on the historic attempt a fortnight earlier with his clubmates Alan and Ken Heaton, when Alan had succeeded in breaking Graham’s record, though Stan himself had been forced to retire at Dunmail due to a combination of factors, including a dislo­cated thumb incurred on the rough Yew-

barrow descent, frequent attacks of cramp and the fact that he’d had to traverse the section from the Langdale Pikes to Dun­mail in darkness without a torch. On the July attempt, he was the only one of the quartet to succeed, with Collett retiring at Wasdale Head when he realised he could never make it back to Keswick inside 24 hours.Maurice Collett was also an early Moun­tain Trial competitor and has served on the committee of the Lake District Mountain Trial Association. He took part in the very first Trial in 1952 when the course made a circuit from the Old Dungeon Ghyll Hotel in Langdale over Bowfell, Esk Pike, Scafell Pike, Great Gable, Esk Hause and Rossett Gill. Collett was 12th man away out of 20 starters but quickly assumed the lead, which he held all the way around to the top of Rossett Gill, on the rough descent of which he was hampered by his paralysed arm, allowing Roland Moore of Leyland Motors AC to swoop past and claim victory, just over 5 minutes ahead of Collett, who yet managed to retain second place.He led to Great Gable over the same course the f h '"ing year, only to again be overtaken b y the eventual winner, again Roland Vfoore, on a descent, this time the scree run t0 StyHead, and he eventually finished 8th. In the 1960 Trial, run from Wasdale Head over the orienteering-type course used nowadays, Collett finished 30th in a high-class field which included such now- well-known names as Des Oliver, who won, Alan and Ken Heaton, George Brass, Stan Bradshaw and a certain "unofficial" competitor named Jos Naylor whose per­formance would have earned him 17th position.Maurice Collett is still a keen competitor in orienteering events at the age of 74,

his never-waning enthusiasm still being shared by his wife, Loma.
Charlie Conchie:
An Oldtime ProfessionalThe earliest one-armed fell runner known to me is Charlie Conchie of Shap, who was active in the sport one hundred years ago. Charlie’s eldest brother Tom was a cham­pion guides racer during the six years lead­ing up to the turn of the century. Tom was in fact the eldest of a family of nine and the original name was McConchie. Mr. R.D. Conchie of Sedburgh, whose sister Mrs. M. Abbott also lives there, tells me that their grandfather William paid for the "Me" to be removed from the family name. The family was of Scottish descent and hailed from the Dalbeattie area.Tom was bom at Shap in either 1873 or ’74, while Charlie was bom there in either 1875 or ’76. Five of the nine children turned out to be noted sportsmen. In addition to Charlie and Tom, Robert was "an up­coming young runner" who was killed at the Dardanelles aged 19; Harry was a suc­cessful Cum­berland and Westmorland- style wrestler; and Johnstone was a racing cyclist.

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There are several versions of how Charlie lost his left arm. The most widely- accepted is that the accident occurred when he was a young lad collecting newspapers off a train at Shap Granite Works. One newspaper report states that he was "catching papers" off a moving train but goes into no further detail as to how he actually lost the arm, though another article in the Penrith Observer, January 13th, 1953, says "he was run over by a train." However, Barry Conchie of Mankinholes, near Todmorden, a present- day fell runner and FRA member himself, relates a story he has heard of his great-great Uncle Charlie "having his arm severed by the wheels of a hand-operated rail truck in the quarry as a young child." R.D. Conchie of Sedbergh states: "I have heard several stories of how Charlie lost his arm. These include hooking a bag on a pole for the mail train, picking up a parcel of newspapers, and having his arm cut off by the engine when he fell on the line." Charlie became an engine driver himself when he grew up.The above-cited Observer article quotes Tom Conchie as saying: "If our Charlie had wings (arms), he would have been a really great runner." It further states that Charlie, despite his handicap, "became a great athlete. He was well-known as a sprinter, but better-known as a jumper." He also competed in fell races and many are the times that Tom, after coming in first himself, would run back "a few hundred yards up the fell" to pace Charlie in to the finish. A letter in the Cumber­
land and Westmorland Herald (undated clipping) from J.A. Pallister of Penrith recalls that at one time "the Conchies lived in a house near the Royal Oak Hotel, Sleagill, and Tom used to train by running up Threaplands Gill", with Charlie ac­companying him "as pacemaker". Both Sleagill and Threaplands Gill lie to the northeast of Shap village. The brothers also trained on Shap Pike and often did exhibition runs for the guests at the Shap Wells Hotel, now well-known to FRA members as the venue for the Bob Graham Club dinner.The aforementioned cyclist, Johnstone Conchie, would sometimes pace Tom on training sessions (presumably on road or track), with Tom running behind the bike, and possibly Charlie also joined in one occasion. A few notes on Tom’s career may be of interest. He stood 6 feet 2 inches and weighed around 14 to 15 stones, his build being necessary for the job he did at the Shap Granite Works: "He broke up slabs of granite in the quarry for the crusher with a 271b hammer," recalled Mr. Billy Henderson, the weighman at the quarry. Tom encourages Billy to start running and trained him as a sprinter so that he became "one of the best- known sprinters in the North of England." When he was older, Tom Conchie became manager of the Bull’s Head at Shap, then of the Red Lion at Penrith, before moving to Waberthwaite in West Cumberland and later to Clitheroe. He died in Carlisle around 1938.

Conchie is probably most famous for his five wins in seven years at Grasmere, 1894-1900, and his 1896 record of 14.26 for the old course up Silver Howe still stands. (The Butter Crag route was intro­duced in 1904). He did not compete due to injury in 1898, came third the following year, and second in 1901 to the emerging champion, J.C. Murray of Falstone, Nor­thumberland. He also achieved seven con­secutive victories at Pooley Bridge Sports, six consecutive at both Keswick August Bank Holiday Sports and Bowness Gala, and five consecutive at Ullswater Sports. He could have increased his total at Kes­wick had he not failed to round the flag on Latrigg on two occasions.Tom’s most successful season was 1895 when he won 34 events, both on the fell and grass track. On one occasion he won both the guides race and two track races at Grasmere, while another time he won nine events in one day, including two fell races, at Hellifield and Gargrave, just over five miles apart in the Yorkshire Dales. He also once defeated Fred Bacon, the great professional distance runner, in a two- mile track race in Scotland. Tom was a great friend of the famous patron of Lakeland sports. Lord Lonsdale, "The Yel­low Earl" who instigated the Lonsdale Belt for British boxing champions, and often gave exhibition runs to entertain his guests at Lowther Castle.
Chris Knox: Steep Descent Specialist Of the three one-armed athletes who com­pete regularly in modem fell races, Chris Knox of Keswick AC has been doing so the longest. Chris was bom on Tyneside at 3.12.53 and moved to the Lake District in 1980. He ran a guest house at Patterdale Hall Estate, venue for the Ian Hodgson Relay, for eighteen years but then moved to Keswick where he now lives in a house once owned by Phil Davidson, one of Bob Graham’s pacers when he did his famous Round in 1932. Chris’ work now covers Land Management, Gardening Technician and Conservationist, and also part-time lecturing on Conservation and Hill Farm­ing.Chris did not lose his left forearm in an accident but was actually bom without it. He played football on Tyneside but even­tually packed it in due to injuries. It was also on Tyneside that he first com­peted as a runner: in cross-country races organised by his school̂ PE teacher, Carlton Johnson, who is /)ow the National hammer £ciach. He did' not run again, however, vrM 979 when he was invited to play five-a-s'ide football and began run­ning to get fit for it. This led to him entering a few short road races and he continued to run when he moved to Patterdale Hall the following year. Jon Broxap happened to be the Warden at Patterdale Youth Hostel at that time and he encouraged Chris to join Keswick AC, for whom Jon himself then ran.He entered his first fell race that same year: a fund-raising event for theUllswater Foxhounds. This entailed a circuit of Haweswater, domain of the Ullswater’s once-famed Mardale Hunt, on road, track and fell and Chris finished

second to another Keswick AC runner, Mike Dawes, brother of the more well-known ultra fell specialist, Pete Dawes. This Haweswater event inspired Chris to enter some of the YHA Wardens’ fell races, while his first FRA event was the 1980 Skiddaw race. He hardly ever raced on a Saturday then due to work commitments, competing mainly on Sun­days or in midweek events.Up to 1983, Chris had run with his artifi­cial arm attached, but at that year’s Conis- ton YHA race, held on an oppressively hot day, his girlfriend of that time suggested that he ran without the arm: "All went well till the descent, then I fell several times. This continued for about a year, but then I began to get used to the difference in balance. I realised that I needed to run downhill fast to avoid falling and became so expert at this that I now gain places on steep, rough descents and look forward to them. However, one disadvantage of racing with one arm is if a shoe lace comes undone! Gates and stiles are also a problem, and I particularly lose time when I need to climb left-handed. I am simi­larly affected when contouring, again par­ticularly on a left-handed contour."On race-free Sundays, Chris goes for a long run over the fells, while his mid­week training is fitted in around his work and family, but will include sessions on Latrigg or Walla Crag in daylight, along with one or two winter club runs. "When I was at Patterdale," he recalls, "I turned either left or right onto the dale road for winter training, but on Tuesdays or Thursdays would drive down to Keswick to run under the street lights. Helvel- lyn was a favourite objective in summer, going up Swirral Edge and down Strid­ing Edge, or vice versa, depending on which had the least crowds on it." Chris’ favourite events are the Sedbergh Hills Race, Stuc A Chroin and Borrowdale, and "anything with steep descents."1985 was Chris’ most successful season, for he completed the Bob Graham Round and "ran some good races," including a Mountain Triathlon organised by How- town Outdoor Activities Centre which in­cluded canoeing on Ullswater, a bike ride and a fell race. He also finished 19th in the Karrimor Elite from Limefitt Park, Trout- beck, partnered by Rod Pilbeam. More recently, Chris has been field-testing bet­ter radio sets for the FRA "than those we currently make available to race or­ganisers," as FRA secretary Mike Rose stated in the last issue of The Fellrunner: "Following his report, six sets will be purchased to replace our obsolete sets." "Fell Racing appeals to me because it has few rules and regulations," says Chris. "It’s a lighthearted sport and I don’t take it too seriously. I am not keen on formal coaching or training and believe that most of our great fell runners, such as Billy Bland and Kenny Stuart, have been suc­cessful through natural talent and keen­ness, without any coaching."

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THE 5th LOWE ALPINE COMERAGH 
MOUNTAIN CHALLENGE

MAY 17/18th
There was a blend of youth and experience at this year's Irish
‘Lowe Alpine’, which was run in the Comeragh hills of SE 
Ireland for the 5th consecutive year. The venue was familiar 
enough to Brendan Bolland, who won the ‘A’ course for the 
3rd year in a row, but his choice of partner in Menna An­
gharad was surprising, as despite some phenomenal records on 
the fells, she was inexperienced in mountain marathons.
With Bolland navigating, the pair made a mockery of the 
course, which covered the featureless high plateau of the 
Comeragh range, some of the many deep courns surrounding 
this, and the spectacular Knockanaffrin Ridge. Saturday was 
mostly dry, though the tops were in cloud, and in the good 
conditions they made the mid-camp at a forest edge in 
just 2.46.13, and with remarkable consistency ran day 2 in 
2.46.10. Their final time for a course of 39km (straight-line 
distance) with 12550m of ascent was 2 hours in front of their 
nearest challengers, Andy Creber and Iain Mennie.
Angharad’s comment that this was her first race of the year 
following injury problems and that a slower race was a relax­
ing start would hardly have comforted those trailing in behind 
her. "Brendan only rang Thursday", she said, "and I had never 
met him or heard of the area, but I thought I'd give it a go. 
Saturday was great as we arrived dry and I got to see some­
thing of the area, but it was a shame Sunday was so wet and 
misty. I enjoyed the race, but don’t have anything else planned 
at present". (Despite that comment she ran the Elite class in 
the LAMM 2 weeks later, and shortly after that put in a strong 
performance in the Scafell Class at the SLMM.
It rained heavily for most of the night and throughout Sunday, 
but in the ‘C’ class it was the youngsters leading the way, as 
David Carter and Rodger O’Connor, both 16, ran in comfort­
able winners. In the same class 10-year-old Niail Sheehan, 
who had already climbed the Irish 3000’s, successfully com­
pleted the course with his father Michael. Denise Healy, the 
14-year-old daughter of race organiser Pat Healy, also com­
pleted day 2 with Liz Butler (17), after her father, David 
Butler, was unable to restart.
Healy's fascination with the Comeragh hills, and his organisa­
tional flare, have made the event a success, but as a physical 
training instructor in the Irish army he can’t have been im­
pressed to see 8 out of 14 teams in the ‘Military B’ fail to 
finish. Healy surveyed and drew the huge 1:25,000 map which 
made the competition possible, and it was his idea to use 2 
maps, switching to the 1:15,000 orienteering map of the area 
around the mighty Coumshingaun. (An idea borrowed to some 
effect by Martin Stone at this year’s LAMM).
However, the time has come for the race to move on and 
Healy has an agreement with the Irish OS which he hopes will 
make it possible to hold the race in Lhe Wicklow hills next 
year. This should make the race much more accessible to 
runners from the UK and anyone wanting to go on a mailing 
list for details should write to Pat Healy, Cut Bush, Curragh, 
Co. Kildare, Ireland.

Along with the goody bag came the introduction of junior 
cash prizes of ten, seven and five pound to the first three in the 
U/12, U/14, U/16 and U/18 races, girls and boys with no bias 
here. Although we only gave first to the top prizes for that 
individual, admittedly none were girls, sorry!

This will become a feature of any future junior races at Dodd 
whether Championship status is bestowed or not. In fact, we 
have asked to be considered again next year if you think it’s 
worthy, voice your opinion to Dave Richardson.

The race route up and down ten end proved excellent, 
some may say a little severe! but the overall consensus was 
favourable for runners and spectators alike.

On the senior front it’s been voiced that the ten end route 
two mile/800ft, would potentially make an excellent ‘AS’ 
English Championship event with certain proviso’s. These 
being separate ladies, veterans and under forty races, with the 
times from the veteran race being incorporated into the under 
40’s race to provide a comprehensive result sheet for the FRA 
statistician. If chosen we guarantee extensive cash prizes in all 
three races, and summit prizes to add some spice to it. At the 
moment the Championship Committee choose forty minute 
record time races, ie. Pen-y-ghent and shelf Moor, to most of 
us these aren’t short races in traditional fell running terms.

This could be a refreshing change and revitalise the concept of 
short races, everybody in such a short race, under thirteen 
minutes, surely will run hard all the way to the finish.

Back to the 1997 Senior race, records were abundant with 
one hundred and fifty eight competitors dashing out of the 
show ring and snaking their way up dodd Fell, compared with 
forty nine the previous year. Gary Devine, the 1995 winner 
returned to take victory again. New records were set by Hugh 
Symonds, Carol Greenwood, Roy Tunstall, Carol McCarthy 
and John Dearden.

Analysis of the results show that when Sarah Rowell set the 
old ladies mark in 1995 she finished eleventh overall, Carol 
Greenwood finished thirty first this year improving the ladies 
record by one minute and twelve seconds. Once again those 
rolo eggs made a welcome appearance to all finishers, see you 
don’t have to do a bunny run to get an egg!

Sorry there was no slug racing! But this was due to the scorch­
ing heat and their trainers not allowing them out, even though 
several fell runners offered their sweat. But on reflection it’s a 
good job this offer wasn’t taken, as seemingly slugs hate salt 
more than they do the heat!

Victoria ran a brilliant race to win by 12 secs from Jennifer Wischnath of Ger­many. Charlotte Sanderson 10th (who still has another year to run in the Junior Ladies) along with Emma O’Shea 15th gave England team Silver, the higher places English and British team of the weekend.A very young England Junior Men’s team, 3 of the team still with 2 years to run in the event, were a credible 6th, only 9 points behind Switzerland who took the bronze medal. Simon Bailey, 13th, and Chris Livesey, 16th, who were the two youngest runners in the top 20.

Michael Cayton, 23rd, Adam Crosland 24th, only 10 secs separating them.Expectations were high in the England camp, when the Ladies race got under­way, as we felt this was our strongest team of the weekend. But an ankle injury to Heather Heasman, sustained on the descent of the first lap, was to change things. Carol Greenwood, 5th, Anne Buckley, 12th, Jackie Hargreaves, 24th, all ran well but just missed out on team bronze by 3 points.The Senior Men’s race probably brought the best athletic achievement of the weekend. The winner was Marco de Gasperi, Italy, the winner of the Junior race last year in Austria. He helped his team to a convincing win for the 13th consecutive year.The England Men’s team packed well to win team bronze. An outstanding run by Billy Bums to finish 9th, Richard

Findlay 15th, Craig Roberts 21st, Ian Holmes 24th, Mark Roberts 30th and Paul Sheard 49th.Many thanks to the loyal band of English supporters who travelled to the Czech Republic and cheered the team on, your support is much appreciated by the athletes and management alike.
WALES
Mike BlakeWith only the trial race as experience in mountain running behind them, the junior ladies team led by 19-year-old farm worker Sam Gray turned in Wales best performance of the games. The current U/20 3000m title holder was not overawed by the occasion and was lead­ing for half the race before dropping back to finish 4th, less than a minute behind winner Vicky Wilkinson. With backing from fellow flat runners Laura Scott and Llinos Phillips 27th 5th place, 1 point behind the Scots was to be the highlight of the day.The junior men with no Tim Davies and Alun Vaughn suffering a virus never looked like emulating last year’s silver medal result. Despite Andrew Davies’ fine 5th backed up by a flying Matt Collins 12th and Duncan Hughes 48th we were lucky to salvage 8th.In the women the short fast course ob­viously suited Mari Todd as she took 20th place while Menna Angharad on a course 15 miles too short for her in 36th

Jonathon eventually recovered to take 61st place ahead of 43 year old Gwynfor Owen. Eryri’s Gwynfor was taking part in his 5th World Cup and had postponed an operation on a trapped nerve in his foot to take part and was rewarded with 74th place. James McQueen was 79th, Stephen Griffiths 90, Adrian Woods with no-one to boss 95th and Garry Williams 99th.All in all a good event with the cus­tomary post race celebrations aided by beer at 12p a pint.On a more solemn note with the free passage from Paris now withdrawn for next year’s trophy it remains to be seen how many teams we can afford to send to Reunion.
SCOTLAND

This report is taken from Martin's offi­
cial report and only covers a small part 
of what he comments on.
AssessmentI believe that our teams achieved out­standing results. We are a small nation and ours is very much a minority sport. The world standard continues to rise, and new countries to take part (e.g. strong teams from New Zealand and Portugal) We could not reasonably have expected that three of our four teams would finish in the top six. This must

owe a lot to the dedicated preparation of our small bunch of athletes and to the outstanding team spirit.The athletes were all supportive of one another and outstandingly disciplined in their preparation. They all gave of their utmost and most achieved positions above what we could reasonably have expected of them. I believe that, in addition to the quality of their results, the experience gained by the juniors, most of whom will be eligible again, will be invaluable.Two athletes failed to run to form. This was not for want of trying. They did all they could but it was not there on the day. I was impressed with how they bore there profound disappointment and I believe that they will do all in their power to make amends next time.I do believe that the stress resulting from the organiser’s transport fiasco 
(transport from the airport failed to 
materialise, as did food; it was nine and 
a half hours from flight arrival to hostel 
-Ed)  may have played a major part in these failures, especially in the case of Megan who had flown overnight from the USA, and was prevented from catching up on her sleep. Tommy Murray was our best placed man for the third consecutive year. He is a talented and courageous runner, how­ever, I believe he could do better still if he competed in hill races between world trophies and made some effort to do hill-race specific training. I am con­vinced that, had he run in our trial, he would have realised the need to start at a less frantic pace. Is it significant that the two disappointing results were also from athletes who missed the trial?Andrew Liston excelled himself in his first international race and his talents are not confined to running. To our amaze­ment and delight, during the last two races he appeared on the final grassy knoll with kilt and bagpipes to inspire our senior runners to gain more places.
Event OrganisationIn most respects, this was a very good World Trophy. It had the advantage of being based on a small village so that the atmosphere was intimate and all the locals seemed to feel involved and to want to welcome their visitors. The races started and finished in the village square and the social activities were held there. The ceremonial events and speeches were brief and the entertain­ment was good and not over long.The downside was the transport fiasco referred to above and also an almost total lack of communication. For ex­ample, it was not until the end of the race day that most of us discovered that

NIKE SNOWDON 
INTERNATIONAL
Llanberis, N. WalesIan Holmes and Carol Greenwood notched up comprehensive victories to lead England to victory in both team races in the 22nd running of one of Europe’s premier mountain running events.Victory was all the sweeter for Holmes, a winner here four years earlier, as he well and truly exorcised the memory of last year’s race when he could finish no better than 15th in the European Trophy.With strong winds whipping across the upper sections of the mountain and with thick mists enveloping runners well before the halfway point at Clogwyn, Holmes rounded the stone cairn at the summit (in 43:05) with a seven second lead over Scotland’s Neil Wilkinson with in-form Frenchman Thierry Icart and Italy’s Fabio Ciaponi in third (43:23) a stride of two ahead of last year’s open race winner Martin Roscoe (43:28).At this point, Mark Croasdale, a win­ner here in 1991 and 1992, was sixth in 43:34, well clear of the chasing group of Italian Enrico Tirinzoni (44:12), Rob Jebb (Bingley) 44:36, Craig Roberts (Kendal) 44:38, Alan Bowness (England) 44:50 and 1995 race winner Mark Kinch (England B) in 44:52.Perilous descents are where Holmes usually comes into his own, however, and with thickening mists and slippery rocks making the underfoot conditions treacherous, the 31 year old Bingley Harrier powered home to win by just over a minute in 64:50 - well outside Kenny Stuart’s 12 year old record of 62:29, but excellent running given the conditions.Holmes said: "I felt very strong the whole way and enjoyed it. Conditions weren’t too good, and so it was nice to run that well and win again."Italian Fabio Ciaponi - keen to prove the selectors wrong for omitting him from the European Trophy - couldn’t hang on to Wilkinson on the descent back to Padam Park, eventually finishing over half a minute adrift.Ciaponi declared himself satisfied with his performance adding "if the weather had have been good, I believe I would have won." Those who witnessed Holmes’ de­scent, however, would probably dispute that!Mark Croasdale was the first ‘non-interna­tional’ home in fourth to follow on from some fine performances of late on the roads in France. Croasdale said it was good to run well "in the toughest race I’ve run for some time."

Mark Kinch, his confidence returning as he recovers from his recent viral problem, probably felt he had a point to prove in ‘only’ being selected for the B team. The former two-times British champion finished just four seconds be­hind his Bingley team-mate thanks to a speedy descent of 21:50 (for five miles, remember!) - only marginally slower than Holmes’ 21:45, the best of the day.Steve Hawkins, Alan Bowness and Paul Sheard were England’s other counters as England B tied for second with Scot­land led home by Scottish silver medallist Mark Rigby. English M40 champion Dave McNeill finished an excellent 13th to take the M40 award with Eryri stalwart Don Williams carrying off the M50 prize, as expected, in 49th place overall.The manner of Carol Greenwood’s victory in the women’s race underlined just why she is one of the world’s leading mountain runners at the moment.After rounding the summit in 19th place overall (from a 400-strong field!), Green­wood stormed down the steep descent leaving several startled internationals and leading runners trailing in her wake.

Greenwood’s summit time was a swift 47:14 - just seven seconds slower than the best ever in 1993 when she set the current course record of 72:48. Had she not injured her ankle when winning at Ingleborough a week earlier, there is little doubt that Greenwood would have threatened that time, so well is she running at the moment.Greenwood, who won silver in the recent European Trophy, said: "When I came off the top I decided to come down easier because I didn’t want to do further damage to my ankle. There’s no point in risking everything on one race, besides winning was the most important thing."Ann Buckley finished second to help Eng­land to team gold after outkicking Menna Angharad on the run-in to the finish.At the summit Buckley’s 52:53 was 19 seconds clear of the Welsh runner. But Angharad, a noted descender, quickly overhauled Buckley on the descent only for Buckley to demonstrate her superior leg speed on the tarmac road at the foot of the mountain - where the majority of runners begin to tread water - and cross the line just four seconds clear.

Following a month of rain the course was, as Eddie Waring
use to say, a bit greasy, but on the day the rain held off and 
the strong winds of the previous day calmed down, leaving 
good, if slightly humid conditions. The hundred or so stal­
warts who turned up for the race faced one of the toughest 
short races in the Peak District and a little disquiet was evi­
dent on some faces as the field lined up along the Stones 
House path at the start to look up the one in one gradient 
of tree covered Elle Bank, the first obstacle in the Mount 
Famine roller coaster. From the off, the leading group of 
Dale Gartley, Mark Hayman and local runner, Paul Deaville, 
stretched out the field with Vet 45, Graham Morsen, and local 
Intermediate, Anthony Turner in hot pursuit. The route climbs 
to the top of Elle Bank and then descends rapidly to intersect 
the Stones House path only to climb again to the Dragons 
Back Ridge overlooking Coldwell Clough. At the end of the 
ridge runners make the first ascent of Mount Famine. At this 
point, the lead group of eight runners were still quite tight 
with Shawn Mansbride of Mercia and Karl Webster of Mat­
lock battling away just behind the leaders. The competitors 
flew off Mount Famine to cross the bridleway and make the 
short, sharp running climb of South Head whence the big drop 
into Dimpus Clough, losing eight hundred of altitude in a 
few short minutes. Dale Gartley held his lead despite a mo­
ments indecision about the route and made the tough climb 
back to the top of Mount Famine before the stragglers had 
climbed it for the first time. Just behind the leading group 
a furious battle was being fought between two friendly lo­
cal rivals, Neil Goldsmith of Dark Peak and David Soles 
of Glossopdale, closely pursued by first woman, Karen Dal­
ton, also from Dark Peak. After the second visit to Mount 
Famine summit, the race returns to Hayfield via the undulat­
ing Dragons Bank ridge and finishes on the recreation ground. 
The leaders arrived, still racing. Dale Gartley a worthy winner. 
Congratulations to all who took part, particularly good runs 
from Peter Duffy first Vet 60, Rod Futtrell first Vet 50, Sam 
Turton first Junior and all those named above. Thanks to 
Hayfield Gnomads Cricket club for providing all the help.

Steve’s faster descending on the steep loose surfaced track 
between the two and three mile mark gave him a lead of about 
ten seconds and although Bob came back to him on the climb 
of burnt house borstal he pulled away again in the final two 
miles to win by a margin of eighteen seconds.
The ladies race was more clear cut, with last years winner, 
Caroline Herbert, Arena 80, leading home Clare Aquilina, 
Brighton & Hove by one minute and fifty three seconds. In a 
time of thirty nine minutes and fifty four seconds more than 
two minutes outside the course record she set in 1996.

LA 6000D MACOT

A real ‘A* long race, nearly ten thousand feet of ascent and 
descent in thirty-five miles of mixed terrain, consisting of 
paths, tracks scree and snow climbing to three thousand 
metres on the edge of the Bellecote Glacier. This was the 
eighth running of the race and the first time the maximum 
entry of five hundred had been reached. With a class field of 
European runners, brilliant organisation and a superb course 
this deserves to become a classic. Ten runners from the UK, 
the largest contingent yet, made the trip and put up a good 
performance against a strong international field. Race day was 
superb, clear and sunny with stunning view of Mont Blanc 
from most of the race route. Borrowdale AC made a great 
debut in the race with Andrew and Jim Davies finishing 
seventh equal despite Andrew twisting an ankle after about 
fifteen miles.

It soon 
became apparent also, that checkthree ‘The lair of Alderarie’ 
had no race marshal either, which was leading to confusion 
among the less confident navigators. This area is notoriously 
featureless and presents a test of map reading and compass 
work even on a good day, such as this was, and the fact that 
the marshal dispatched to check three was a very experienced 
hill walker being testimony to this fact. Only three runners 
DNF'd. Water and sweets are provided at each checkpoint that 
at checkpoints eight and nine being dropped in by Sea-King 
Helicopter.

His biggest threat to spoil the 
day was in the shape of Brian Ervine from Ballydrain who 
was already assured of third place overall irrespective of what 
happened over Croob. From the off, on a rare damp day of 
late, it was Ervine and McNeilly who pulled away from the 
small field on the first steep climb. Behind Neil Carty of 
North Belfast was in third, with Paul Mawhirt of the local 
club in fourth alongside Stephen Linton, the Irish Orienteer­
ing Champion. The leading two extended their gap as the 
race progressed as the competed hard with each other, neck 
and neck. Off the second summit and on to Slieve Croob, 
McNeilly favoured a line to the right, while Ervine led the rest 
of the field on a line on 150 metres across to the left. They 
reached the summit still inseparable and it was only as they 
turned for home and onto the last small climb that McNeilly 
made his superior speed and strength count, reaching the 
summit with a twenty second lead. As the crowd watched 
from the Seeconnell Inn they could see the two leaders 
descending towards them at breakneck speed. McNeilly held 
off Ervine to win in a new record time of thirty-six minutes 
thirty-five seconds, over two minutes inside the old mark and 
some thirteen seconds clear of Ervine.

My 58 year old friend Wemer Schweizer persuaded me to come back
out for this race for the fifth time when we met at the start of the 
Sierre-Zinal race two weeks earlier.

I thought I had overhauled both Werner and Justin on the 
long fast undulating run from Lac Anteme but they both shot past 
me on the final descent. Then Justin cramped up and walked up the 
road to the finish.
All times were slower than normal due to the heat. Mine was 15 
minutes from my best and the winner Fabio’s PB is 4.29. The winner 
for the last 4 years, Christophe Jacquerod was injured and started the 
race. Dachiri Sherpa made his way through the field to nearly catch 
Fabio, much of the gain being on the descent from Col du Susanfe 
accompanied by local Stephane Millius. Annie, who Dachiri stayed 
with over the Summer in Geneva, his "marianne", told journalists 
that the idea of competitive running is alien to Nepalese and when 
Dachiri runs in Nepal he is asked whither he is lost. Thus Dachiri, 
she explained, is still to reach his potential. He has been accepted for 
the Everest Marathon.
Catherine Mabillard who usually wins the Ladies race and who I was 
expecting to pass me opted for the Grand Raid Mountain Bike race 
being held the same day, the full version of which from Verbier to 
Grimentz is 131km long with 4600metres of climb from Verbier to 
Grimentz. This left the Ladies Race wide open, and I do not know 
where Wohlen Doka finished.

BOWLAND TRAVERSE:
"It’s like Scotland without the Munros"
by Andy WalmsleyImagine the Highlands. Think of what makes them different from most of north­ern England; deep heather, huge peat hags, miles of tussocks, acres of bog, few paths, a feeling of remoteness from civilisation. Oh, and big mountains! Well, if you leave out the latter, you are left with a pretty good description of much of the Forest of Bowland. All the bad things without any of the good? You could look at it like that, but that would be missing the point.Bowland seems a remarkably remote and lonely area. There are few roads across it, especially compared to the moors of south and east Lancashire or industrial Yorkshire, and although places like Lan­caster, Preston, and Clitheroe are not far away, there are very few sizeable com­munities within the Forest of Bowland itself. Access has always been a problem, and there are few areas of free access even now, which is no problem to a seasoned trespasser like me, but has prevented the area from becoming over exploited, and has enabled it to retain that air of remote­ness which is long gone from most of the Lakes (for example).The Watershed Route follows the broadly defined ‘spine’ of the Bowland and Bleasedale (west of the Trough of Bowland) Fells from Chipping to Giggles- wick. A distance of just over 30 miles, with about 5300 ft of climbing. The figures suggest that the route should be easier than (say) the Manx Mountain Marathon (30/8000) but don’t be fooled. The terrain is entirely different; counting contours cannot take into account the innumerable little climbs and descents crossing peat hags, and a map measuring wheel cannot hope to follow the zigging and zagging which is necessary to avoid the boggy holes which are lying in wait for the unwary. Putting my neck on the block, I estimate that this route is at least an hour harder than the Manx.We fell runners can never resist a chal­lenge, and the more difficult the terrain the greater the satisfaction in overcoming it. Other things are also strong motivators; adventure, a sense of pioneering some­thing new, and a simple desire just to see how quick we can do it!These were the things which kindled my interest in running the Bowland and Bleasedale Watershed. The route had been devised by my friend Ian Roberts, an inveterate Bowland enthusiast, and he (along with Paul Dickinson) had proved its viability by doing a winter walk over it in 15 hours last Christmas. Ian had expressed the view that a "good distance man" should be able to cover it in half that time. This was like a red rag to me. Could I call myself a "good distance man"? I certainly couldn’t rank myself alongside

the true ultra distance men of the sport, but I felt that 30 miles was within my range, and 7:30? Well I doubted my ability to do 7:30 but I thought I might manage a respectable time.The run was arranged for June 21st, with Ian Roberts and my dad Tom providing road support, along with fellow Blackburn Harriers Tim Kelly and Paul Thompson, who had arranged to do a big bike ride in Bowland that day and to meet me at the road passes.I left Chipping Post Office at exactly 9.00am with Ian providing some valuable local knowledge across the first few fields. The weather was a bit iffy, with heavy cloud and a cold wind, but that was fine by me - better than a heatwave! Near Fell

Photo: Peter HartleyFoot Farm we met - purely by chance - Les Orr of Bowland Fellrunners who was out for a training run, and he then ran with me as far as the heathery wastes of Fiendsdale Fell. Les is a bit of a Bowland oracle, and I spent the run over Fairsnape Fell quizzing him for snippets of info on the rest of the route (which I had only partially recced).After Les had departed in the direction of Holme House Fell, I slowed the pace down a little(!) and concentrated on con­serving energy over the wicked heather and peat hags of Hawthornthwaite Fell Top and the Holdron and Blaze Mosses, but despite the fact that I was taking it very easy, I found myself dropping down to the Trough of Bowland road 50 minutes up on my 9 hour schedule - too early for my support who hadn’t arrived!Luckily, Tim and Paul were there on the bikes, and they urged me to carry on, saying they’d wait and tell the "official" support crew that I’d gone through. This proved a good move, and I pressed on strongly up Whins Brow, a 20 minute climb (which is big by Bowland stan­

dards), and onto the good running over Threaphaw Fell and Brennand Great Hill. I passed the surprising oasis of Brennand Tam just after midday, and was beginning to revel in how good I was feeling. It had been a long time since I felt so relaxed on a long run, and when I passed the Wolfhole Crag trig point (roughly half distance) in 3:39, I began to think that 7:30 might indeed be on. Perhaps I was a "good distance man" after all?!As if to bring me down to earth with a bump, the descent to the Salter Fell track consisted of a jumble of rocks and boulders cunningly concealed under heather, and the smooth economical gait of the long distance runner was replaced by a wobbly-legged stumble more suited to a homebound drunk. I suddenly felt quite tired and the next section - the endless plod up White Hill - proved to be the low point of the whole run.Once the initial pull up was over I knew that the fence line took a bit of a round­about route, so elected to make a beeline across the moor to the trig point. This proved a mistake. I spent what seemed ages descending into, and climbing out of, huge peaty hollows in the moor before I finally rejoined the fence at the trig.A moment of hesitation followed as I tried to remember which was the right fence to follow from the top to reach the Cross of Greet pass, but once I had recalled the mental map, I had a good run down to the road, where the full support crew were waiting!I was now 1:25 up on the 9 hour schedule, and decided to have a bit of a "stoke up" on food and drink in the hope that it would enable me to have a strong finish. I spent 13 minutes guzzling down soup, bread, sweet tea, chocolate and sundry energy drinks and although this seems a long stop to make in a 30 mile run, I’m sure I could have easily lost more time than that if I had bonked a few miles from the finish. Instead, I got stronger as I approached Giggles wick.Leaving the haven of the car, I set off up Great Harlow feeling strong, and actually ran all the way up the next gentle climb even though I had imagined that I would probably walk. I felt a little wobbly as I descended by the Cold Stone but I put it down to the recent sudden food intake taking time to settle in. Sure enough, the slow plod up to Bowland Knotts trig soon restored my equilibrium and I emerged at the next road crossing stronger than ever.I had a tremendous feeling of elation as I swigged a quick brew at the Bowland Knotts road, especially when I realised that with not much more than 6 miles remaining, I could yet beat 7 hours. My dad Tom, Ian, Tim and Paul were all brilliant in support, and seemed as pleased as I was that I was going so well.Across the undulating ground over Knot- teranum and Rock Cat Knott I was going better than I have sometimes managed in
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short races; running easily up the climbs and cruising at a fast pace on the down­hills. That 7 hour target was beckoning more urgently with every stride. As if to temper my enthusiasm, a sharp piece of old iron fence post almost stopped me dead in my tracks as was approaching Ash Clough Swamp as it punctured the side of my shoe just above the sole. It felt like it had punctured my foot (shades of Conis­ton 1995 - see October ’95 Fellrunner) but a couple of stops to look at the hole in the shoe showed no blood, so I pressed on. Later investigation showed that "Spike II" had ripped through the foam arch support in my PB Racer, but had only scratched my foot - lucky.Resting Stone and Big Hill passed almost without effort, and I reached Sandford Farm at 3:30pm which gave me 30 minutes to cover the remaining 4 miles of fields and tracks if I was to beat the 7 hour target which was now so imperative to me. Ih minute miling? That should be easy, but there are three nasty little climbs across those fields, along with seven gates and ten stiles which tried their best to give me cramp and only just failed.Ian was to have paced me to the finish from Sandford and to help with gates, but I was now going fast enough to give him some difficulty in keeping up and he opted out when we passed the support car again at Rome Farm. However, he did me a great service when he called me back as I was running blindly past the stile I needed to use to get me to Field Gate Farm. Damn! More seconds lost.I kept looking at my watch as I ap­proached the distinctive copper dome of the chapel at Giggleswick School which marked the edge of the village, but there was still doubt as to whether I was going to make it or not. As I entered the lane by the side of the chapel my watch said there were 2h minutes left. 2h minutes to run the length of the village. The voice in my head was repeating - come on, come on - as I pushed on up the street, making horrible noises pulling an even worse face, and giving a young couple a fright as I rushed past them (they probably thought "What’s that nutter doing").A final sprint brought me to the Post Office. I slapped the door, peered at my watch, and collapsed in a heap. 30 seconds to spare! Just made it! What a cliff-hanger! Such a hard finish! It was only in the pub later that it really dawned on me that I had taken 2 hours off my schedule, and beaten my "dream time" by over thirty minutes.So, a mark has been set, and a gauntlet thrown at the feet of Bowland Fellrunners surely? The time is a good one for me, but I'm sure there are plenty of people who could carve a chunk off it. Photo: Rob WoodallPaddy Buckley’s 47-peak Welsh round, now nearly 20 years old, has been on the agenda since last summer’s Bob Graham. Then I discover that, so neglected are these Welsh hills, that by the simple expedient of adding the other 5 Welsh 3’s (as per Adrian Belton’s 1988 record), and sneaking in 3 other missing peaks (Camedd y Filiast, Cnicht’s NE peak, Castell y Gwynt), I could be nibbling at the Welsh record.

Saturday 19/7/97. Having spent the night under a perfect full moon in the secluded woodland of Llyn Brenig, I’m putting my gear together when I hear a pair of Crossbills call. I watch them for several minutes feeding among the pine cones. Last night, back in my distant, topographi­cally challenged home of Northampton­shire, I saw one of our reintroduced Red Kites. Could be my lucky weekend.An hour before time, we assemble at Capel Curig. Already the sun is hot. 11 am, I trot along a short section of tarmac (a rarity on this route) to Plas y Brenin, supported by Yiannis Tridimas who did an extended PBR last year with Steve Cliff and knows the route intimately, Rick Robson (Mercia), Alan Duncan (Mersey), and Ronnie Jack­son (Lancaster). We’re up Moel Siabod in 47 mins, about the time it will take the winner of this afternoon’s fellrace to get up and down again. We progress rapidly along the ridge, enjoying great views, to 
Mynydd Llynnau yr Cwn, one of the

prettiest tops on the Round. Here we meet Paddy Buckley (himself): nice photo-op- portunity. This is marvellous country: far, clear views, while at our feet the sun­dew and bog asphodel are flowering, alpine clubmoss pokes slender fingers through the short sward, crowberry and bilberry are in fruit. A Peregrine Falcon calls stridently from a crag. As we sweep round the head of Cwmorthin on a typically challenging Yiannis shortcut, we’re glad to see Gordon Johnson in the shelter of the ruined build­ings of Rhosydd Quarry, ready with cool drinks and salty soup to restore the fluid balance.By Moelwyn Mawr, the southernmost point of the route, it’s mid afternoon and my poor supporters are suffering in the burning heat (it’ll hit me later). Cnicht serves up the first steep climb of the day. I detour slightly to take in the NE Top, now recognised as a 2000-foot summit. Ronnie, who’s done a lot of BG support this summer culminating a few weeks ago in his own Round, runs with me to the van at Nantmor while Yiannis retrieves Alan who has taken the honours in today’s Mr Blister competition.A moment of uncertainty over support is resolved when Wynn gives the rucksack to Andy Illidge (just back from the Siabod fellrace and too dazed to refuse) and orders him up the hill with me (which reminds me of an episode during Alan Duncan’s

recent sub-20-hour Bob Graham escapade when she grabbed my drink and gave it to Alan....) Quickly over leafy Aberglas- lyn Pass then a hot sticky plod up Moel 
Hebog via Bryn Banog. The late after­noon heat is still intense - although I’m glad of the visibility, not least because I’m self-navigating the next two sections. Gor­don and Rick meet us at Bwlch-y-ddwy- elor: tea and rice pudding goes down a treat. Rick takes over from poor Andy: big plod up Trum y Ddysgl on the Nantlle Ridge, with Snowdon and the other big peaks stretching into the approaching night and morning. Enjoyable rocky traverse of 
Mynydd Drwys-y-coed, then easily down to where Yiannis and Ronnie are pointing the way through the forest.Pont Cae’r Gors: a chair, a big bowl of beef hash and a clean pair of feet. The plan was to change into a larger more comfy pair of fell shoes now that the speedwork is over. Having failed to pack them, I’m crammed sockless back into my little go- faster Walshes, and pad off, just 10 minutes adrift, bowl of peaches in hand, bound for 
Craig Wen. In support is fellow-Mercian Chris Taylor, fresh from the Siabod (2nd Vet, 13th overall), and Wayne Percival, his own BGR just a fortnight ago). The private farm road presents no access dif­ficulties, and we’re soon watching a sim­mering sun sink seawards somewhere south of Snaefell. Rick’s wee camera takes its last shot of the day (and of the Round - any­body know where it is?).10 p.m. Snowdon. Bang on schedule. Still a bit warm for a running vest. Carnedd 
Ugain is where we deviate in a big way from Paddy’s route, to take in Crib-goch. I’ve miscalculated and it’s a shade duskier than I’d planned: slowish progress and a banged knee. Wayne must be one of the few people that’s only ever done the Crib in the dark. Carnedd Ugain again. 18 mins behind schedule. I miss the best line in the dark, my knee is hurting, which reminds my feet that they should be hurting. The long night of the sole. On grassy Cyn- 
ghorion things are easier (at this point on the Peris you’re feeling worse...); the full moon is lighting our way (love it when a plan comes together). Gordon and Yiannis are waiting at the next pass. I’m having real difficulty eating on the move, but eat greedily whenever there’s hot food and drink going. Soon enough, Chris and I are slithering the direct (not recce-ed) way off 
Moel Eilio and trotting down the tarmac to Llanberis Community Centre: 1:20 a.m.
Elidir was never my favourite mountain. The memory of slithering up (and down, and up) its shaly slopes, in the dark, on tired legs, will assure its relegation for a while yet. The flying boulder-hopping descent, beloved of Peris Horseshoe-ists- is torture in the dark on skinless feet. The out-and-back extra peak of Camedd y Filiast, somehow never happens. Toiling up 
Glyder Fawr, it gets lighter, but not easier. As Mick Saunders (supporting, with the
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newly-resurrected Andy Illidge) has recce- ed the ’extra’ Castell-y- gwnt, we take it in. It's a delightful little peak: goodness knows why 90% of hillwalking humanity (includ­ing me) usually go round it. Descending Bristly Ridge screes is agony. On the way up Tryfan I’m an hour down, and carefully explaining to my companions how I don’t have time to finish the Round. During the epic 41-minute descent of Tryfan, Mick cheerfully discusses the record: 7-minutes down to the road. Ba(r )st(ew)ard.In a bog by a stream near the foot of Tryfan, Yiannis is stamping about im­patiently. I explain my predicament, my need for rest, medical attention, etc etc. Wynn gives me a painkiller, a mug of hot sweet tea, a bowl of porridge ("rocket fuel"), 8 minutes rest and tells me to clear off up Pen yr Ole Wen. Meekly, hope­lessly, blindly, I follow Nick Harris up­ward, gradually losing touch with feet, legs, reality. Every few minutes an old man with a goaty beard springs from behind a rock and launches a spoonful of porridge into my gaping mouth. Hallucinating: must be the painkillers. Hill of the White Light. Yiannis is mumbling some surreal plan about Foel Fras (hallucinating, must be the painkillers). At the summit of the Pen, the rocket fuel kicks in and I’m flying. Ex­cept briefly when I’m squatting behind a boulder dumping ballast (must be the rocket fuel).
Carnedd Llewelyn. 2h 27m left. We speed off, pocket calculators in hand, down a grassy little detour bound for Foel Grach. This is the limit of my concession to Yiannis’s madness. Waving the appropriate number of digits at Foel Fras, I turn for Capel. Traversing round to the picturesque head of Cwm Eigiau, we take an entertain­ing line to the summit of Craig yr Ysfa, then scramble down to the waiting arms (vacuum flask) of Gordon. Just the rocky steps of Pen yr Helgi Du, then The Slippery Witch’s stony slope - then a break-neck sprint for home: Yiannis is determined to prove that we really did have time to do Foel Fras. We finish - somewhat inconclusively, inasmuch as there’s 36 minutes of the original 24 hours remaining.Praise the Lord who made porridge. And painkillers.Capel Curig. Time passes. A Welshman emerges to clear a huddle of fellrunning folk off his doorstep. The team repairs to a little-known Club hut, to eat bacon butties, to shower, to wash wounds, to sleep forever.Much later. Paddy has this Round of 72 peaks in northern Snowdonia. But nobody stupid enough to try it.
Thanks to Paddy fo r  dreaming up this mad 

marvellous escapade.
To Yiannis fo r  knowing it backwards.

To Wynn C liff fo r  being devoid o f  
compassion.

And to everyone else who helped get 
me round.

THE OLD SHEPHERDI saw a picture just the other day of ancient Lakeland shepherd in whose weathered face I never saw two kindlier eyes.They sparkled as the dancing sun on mountain tarn,they laughed, yet within that smilethere was betrayed a sadness that I could notexplain.They seemed to speak in silence of the years when life was beaten as the crag by savage rains, bone-chilling cold, hunger in the belly of a sallowed child, when struggle to survive seemed just a futile irony.If this had been his lot in lifethen he had been the victor in the tediouscontest,for in his eyes there was reflection of a soul that had no room for souring bitterness that drives so deep into ourselves that we become the prisoners of our own making.

Across his broad and coarse-coated shoulders,so lovingly clasped by firm and wrinkled hands,lay Herdwick ewe taken from perilous crag,ubiquitous beast of every Lakeland fell.Within that loving grasp, like somesagacious bishop,he held his shepherd's crook,symbol of his office, a pastor of the hills.A patriarchal face, white-whiskered, deep furrowed,and which bore the years of selfless care. And yet it was not a face I saw, but I thought I gazed into the depths of some worthy soul, unscarred by this world's ill use.I looked upon this Lakeland shepherd’s face; I cannot match the wisdom that I saw, nor emulate the years of selfless caring.That face, to haunt me for eternity, to nudge compassion when I am emptied of every hope for humankind.

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Lesley Atchison, Emma Berry and Claire Tooth, (Driver), waiting fo r  the 8am start o f the 
UK Peaks 24 Hr Challenge at the foot o f Slieve Donard, Northern Ireland

The UK 4 Peaks - 
RevisitedI was intrigued to read Chris Pearson’s account of his attempt on the UK 4 Peaks Challenge (Fellrunner, February 1997). This is a challenge which expands on the famous ‘3 Peaks of Britain’ by including Slieve Donard, the highest peak in North­ern Ireland. The route takes in a gruelling23 miles of running and 13,000 feet of ascent - and the challenge is to complete it in under 24 hours, sea level to sea level. Chris Pearson and his team clearly made excellent time on the mountains but were sadly impeded by busy roads in Ireland and, in particular, by a four hour ferry delay between Dublin and Holyhead. They covered the distance but outside the24 hour limit - the challenge lay open to the next taker....We couldn’t resist it of course - four of us, all Sheffield women, three to run and one to drive the 600 mile route. After a lot of conferring and peering at a map of the UK we came up with a slightly different mode of attack. We decided not to sail between Ireland and the mainland as the men had done but, after starting at Slieve Donard in the same way, to fly between Belfast and Glasgow, thus tackling the remaining three mountains from North to South, en­ding in Wales.At 8am, true to form, we started the clock at sea level at the foot of Slieve Donard. It was a bright, clear morning by the coast, but above us a bank of thick cloud shrouded the top of our first mountain. Perhaps this added to the atmosphere of nervous tension as we set off, pounding up the rocky track that would eventually lead into the fog - and the summit. There was no time to lose - after all we were not just bagging a mountain - we had a plane to catch! The summit was swathed in thick fog and we came upon it suddenly and

unexpectedly. It had taken us just over an hour. The challenge was well and truly underway. One summit under our belts. Onward and downward....We dropped back down out of the bank of fog and onto the rocky quarry track. As we cleared the fog our disaster struck. Emma fell, twisting her ankle so badly that it seemed she wasn’t going to stand up again that day, let alone run. She was clearly in some pain as she limped more than half the descent of Slieve Donard with Charlie’s support. At the bottom Emma, clearly made of stem, ‘Sheffield- steel’ stuff refused to give up the chal­lenge. We helped her into the waiting car and headed towards Belfast airport, arriv­ing in enough time to make use of the airport first aid facilities (which were first class!). The medics bustled about, chuck­ling with disbelief when we explained what we were up to, and got on with the task of cleaning and strapping up the swelling ankle. As we waited for our flight to be called fellow-passengers looked on bemused, no doubt wondering what sort of young ladies got on a plane covered in mud, blood, sweat and grime. And so, with Emma patched up, and gritting her teeth, we boarded the 20-seater plane, for the 45 minute flight to Glasgow.At 1pm we touched down in Glasgow. We picked up our second hire car of the day and headed North. The drive was trouble- free and we reached the Youth Hostel at Fort William just ahead of schedule. From there we began our second ascent of the challenge, Ben Nevis, in the warmth of the afternoon soon. As we edged our way up the lower path we passed flip-flopped tourists in flowery shirts, meandering up to the first bend. Lucky people, they could take their time and admire the view. We had a mission, and although this time we didn’t have a plane to catch, we had a summit to bag and another couple to go. No time to hang around. Emma’s ankle

was holding up well and one and three quarter hours later we reached the fog­bound summit. No time to stop and chat to those loitering at the summit. We were off. But we were brought up short by Emma’s grimaces and found we needed to take the descent slower than planned. Nevertheless we were pleased to find that our total time on Ben Nevis amounted to just 3 hours. At 6.30pm, a little weary now but still on schedule, we set out on the long drive to Scafell Pike. Spirits high, we turned our backs on the Scottish mountains, beginning to believe that the sub-24 victory really might be within our grasp. Little did we know this was to be the last time we could feel so smug. Our second disaster lay ahead.Arriving in the dark at Wasdale Head (11.30pm) we had trouble locating the car park from which to start the ascent. We drove up and down the lane in a sort of frenzied panic until we came upon it. Darkness changes things beyond recogni­tion. We leapt from the car, head torches slipping down over our eyes, maps and compass flapping in the general confusion and within two minutes we were lost - on one of England’s most frequented moun­tain paths. How could this be? This was panic on a grand scale. We returned to the car park and started again, deep breaths, get a grip. Now - through the woods, past the hunting lodge, steady does it, the inky black darkness pierced by shafts of bob­bing head torch light. Over the bridge, through a gate, now upwards, ever up­wards, along the familiar path that we should have known so well. But suddenly, inexplicably we were lost again. The regular, reliable path had simply melted away beneath our feet. We were never sure, months later when we returned to climb the mountain by daylight, where we had gone wrong. It seems so simple, in the reassuring sunshine. But that night I suspect a combination of fatigue and inexperienced night-time navigation com­pounded our troubles. So there we were, the three of us, Emma injured, the wind howling across the side of the mountain, and poor Claire left alone in the deserted car park, wondering when we’d ever return.For the three of us on the side of the mountain there followed two hours of intense mental activity as we scrambled up the sides of Scafell Pike peering again and again at the map and compass in the sulphur yellow beam of the head torches, trying to work out where the path lay in the dark. On the lower slopes it eluded us but to our welcome relief, nearing the final third of the ascent we came across the first of the numerous cairns marking the track. We stumbled in the dark from one to the next, peering anxiously in the gloom for the next and the next. Thankfully, the cairns lead us safely to the summit where the wind was howling an icy gale. We
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lingered only to change the compass bear­ing before setting out to retrace the cairns, determined to stay on course. With mount­ing frustration however, we soon realised that we had lost the path again. We had to rely on the compass alone to guide our descent, as we clambered down mini water falls, screes and steep heather-clad slopes. By this time, Claire, way below was flashing the car headlights as we had prearranged she should do, little realising we were still so far away. On and on they flashed, a welcome sight as they guided our way on the lower slopes. Finally, four hours after we had set out from the car park we stumbled back to base to be greeted by a very worried and anxious Claire. It was 3.30am and we slumped in the car and slept while Claire, rigid with concentration, drove the winding route out of the Lake District in the early hours, trying desperately to make up for some of the time we had lost on Scafell Pike. For of course now we were badly behind schedule. Fast asleep, we were whipped towards our final mountain - Snowdon.At 7am we found ourselves at the foot of Snowdon - the car stuck in the mud. Claire, reluctantly following instructions, had driven up the "Cloggy" road from Llanberis to shorten the ascent somewhat but the plan had back-fired. Poor Claire, the clock was ticking and we couldn’t do anything about the car until we had tackled Snowdon. We had to leave her, stuck fast, if we were to complete the challenge. For the last time, we slammed the car doors and set out like automatons, across the valley, through a freezing river, and up towards the railway line that was to lead us to the top. After our disastrous attempts at navigation on the last moun­tain we were taking no chances, no short cuts, and stuck religiously to the railway track that we knew lead to the summit. And not just any old summit. This was our final ascent, and though we were running late, and Emma’s ankle was a swollen mass of blood blisters by now, the sense of near achievement drove us on. Without pausing, we turned tail and headed back down, our eyes on the time. It was the quickest and easiest mountain of the four to descend. The end was in sight, so close now, as we sprinted the last few hundred yards, pounding down the tarmac towards sea level and the end of the Challenge. The total time: 24 hours and 57 minutes.Despite the hardships, ankle injury and getting completely lost in the early hours, we had had an incredible two days. Like the men, we too had not quite managed to complete the route within 24 hours. And so the sub-24 hour challenge continues to go unclaimed. As Chris Pearson declared, "Any takers?"

Before the publication of next year's calendar let us be certain that fu­ture fell races in the UK continue to be measured in miles distance and feet height and not kilometres per metre. Track and road have already succumbed to metric. However horse racing, milk bottles, beer, bra sizes, golf courses and cricket pitches remain with us to guard heritage and tradi­tion. Unless we act now, without doubt extra marshals will soon be required to position the obligatory kilometre marker signs along the B.A.F. measured route. Whatever next? Uphill only races on well marked almost tarmac tracks - surely not. We need downhill as well as up with start and finish generally in the same place. Having completed the race getting to the car park or pub is quite sufficient a chal­lenge without having to stumble five miles downhill.Unmarked sections, off path, between checkpoints provide some of the unique attraction, as does screaming down scree, bashing across bogs and tumbling through tussocks and tufts. As a founder member and proud badge wearer of the Tufty Club I know just how tufts can slow down the aspiring road runners.Future European influence may even re­quire ladies always to run separately over shorter simpler routes, as in a recent Snowdon European Championship. Saturday 1st MarchThe Douglas Arms, Bethesda. Andy II- lidge and Mick Saunders tuck into a few pints of Guinness, whilst Rob Woodall discovers that he doesn’t really like New­castle Brown Ale after all (it was his first bottle for about 15 years!) The day had been spent looking at the first two sections of The Paddy Buckley Round, the ob­vious sequel for Rob after his successful Bob Graham round the previous summer (Fellrunner 1997) The weather had been particularly crap (no surprise there) result­ing in rather aimless conversation which eventually got round to another article in the same issue, The "UK 4 Peaks in 24 Hours" Andy wanted to do the three peaks any way so he was interested, Mick won­dered out loud whether it could be done via the shorter Larne to Stranraer crossing, Rob the (almost) human Autoroute Express Guide pointed out that this would increase the driving, and the road from Sranraer north was not that good anyway. It was also pointed out that Mick’s knowledge of driving extended to an uncanny knack of getting buses and cadging lifts to obscure fell race venues, so for the time been the idea was put on ice, Mick was convinced of the short ferry crossing idea so he said he’d look into it.
Saturday 5th AprilThe Douglas Arms, Bethesda. Andy Illidge, Mick Saunders and Rob Woodall tuck into a few pints of Guinness. More Paddy Buckley recce and more crap weather, it seemed the only thing that had changed was that Rob remembered he didn’t actually like Newcastle Brown Ale. A bit about the venue, probably the only place around that still charges in old money (though not old prices)Ordering a round of drinks went something like this:"Three Guinness Please" the reply "Six Guineas Please" was quite confusing, at least it seemed to cause Mick a certain amount of amusement. You had to be there really....Once Mick had regained his self control, conversation came back to the 4 Peaks, there was a fast ferry (1 hour crossing) from Larne to Cairn Ryan that would seem to be perfect. Mick had a rough schedule scrawled on the back of a bit of paper. Rob and Andy decided to look at the driving a bit more carefully than Mick had. Andy’s brother was interested in driving, we al­most had a plan. Late June was suggested although for a whole host of reasons the date changed quite a bit, after all Rob still had his Paddy Buckley to think about.A date was finally set for midsummer’s weekend, things then went quiet (apart from for Andy’s brother Steve and his wife Helen who were to be our drivers/support) They busily secured cheap hire of one of those MPV things (big car runners can sleep in, get changed in and eat in) I think we’ll refer to it as a van from now on. They

When they did Rob took a quick lead as Mick and Andy seemed determined to break a leg as early as possible. Rob and Andy made the summit first, Andy headed straight down Rob waited a minute or so for Mick before they both sped after Andy in the mist. Not Andy’s favourite terrain this so Mick and Rob were able to catch up. Back at Bloody Bridge, engine running and off we go for Lame, Northern Ireland is great, shame we couldn’t stay longer.Got to Larne a bit earlier than we needed to but then we were first on first off. Rob and Mick amazed the lady in the on board cafe by their remarkable capacity for drinking tea in only an hour, Andy looked like he was about to throw up....(don’t bring that up again)
Saturday 21st JuneThe drive north and time for sleep, bang on schedule. We arrive at Glen Nevis slightly down on Steve’s schedule but spot on with Mick’s schedule.(01d saying two schedules are better than one) It was raining again as Andy sped off into the mist (climbing is his strong point) Mick was in hot pursuit and Rob... where’s Rob? ah he’s in the bushes doing something you can’t really do in a van. Wasdale is glorious in the sun, and yes, for the first time it is sunny providing ideal conditions for a change, Rob and Andy headed for Mickledore (because they missed the branch off for Lingmel) they paused for a minute or two to see where Mick was, Mick had stayed on the Lingmel route, his progress slightly slowed by the need for a quick crouch behind a boulder on route. The three arrived at the summit at the same time and decided they’d all go down the Lingmel route. Back to the van and off we go (again) Still on schedule the mood is quite buoyant. Quite how the drivers are feeling is a mystery, they prob­ably get less sleep than the runners.It’s raining in Snowdonia, we have time in hand and a plan. Jump out at Pen y Pass and up to Yr Wyddfa then down to Llan- beris "you can’t possibly go wrong on that descent" (quote of the day - anon) then the short drive to the sea at Caernarfon Castle, what can possible go wrong, every­thing had gone so smoothly.Andy and Rob try to break the Pyg track ascent record, Mick keeps as close as he can. Rob and Andy pass Mick midway between the fingerstone and the summit, it’s in the bag and what’s more Andy seems to be descending well because Mick still hasn’t caught him when he gets to the van, mind you Rob and Andy weren’t actually there. Rob (who has since done a Paddy Buckley which included Snowdon in the night time section) and Andy had decided

to go down the Snowdon Ranger path Rob presumably practising for another crack at the Peris in September. By the time Rob and Andy had cadged a lift round to the van to allay any fears of injury, the rest of the crew had been trying to find petrol - what a time to run out of petrol! Mick, a good man to have around in a crisis tucked into a couple of the cans he’d bought, he’d also discovered that both Steve and Helen are tee total, so there was more to go round.We lost forty five minutes to this unfor­tunate end but still went to the sea to in­dulge in a sprint to the sea (the fastest Mick had run all weekend?)The total time 24 hours 3 minutes from sea to sea. Hindsight is wonderful, and of course Rob, Andy and Mick all actually had time to hitch to Caernarfon, but there you go.We headed for Conwy and fish and chips then back to Runcorn. Rob had to be at work in the morning so he and Mick drove off at around midnight to kip in the car park at Keele services (where the remain­ing cans were finished off) from where Rob could beat the early traffic round Birmin­gham and Mick could get a bus to Stoke station and head back to Lincoln to con­tinue applying for jobs.It was generally agreed to be a good week­end, and amazingly there were no cross words despite that stupid idiot going wrong

off Yr Wyddfa, not to mention the lunatic who didn’t stop him and as for running out of petrol, well, enough said. 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M u n r o  S h u f f l i n gReported activity this year on Rounds in Scotland has been limited to two Ramsay Rounds - one successful and one not - and an abridged Broxap Round. Kathy Boocock from Inverness was unlucky in choosing one of the worst weekends of the summer for her Ramsay Round. Despite lashing rain and strong winds she managed a little over 25 hours. Phil Clark set off, alone, also in poor weather and lost seven minutes getting off the Ben and on to the Cam Mor Dearg arrete. He quickly pegged this back in improving weather and dawn and was 20 minutes up on schedule at Loch Treig. The next stage through to Loch Eilde Mor contains only three Munros and a long draggy track run. Phil found this harder than anticipated but despite the odd walk on bits he gained a further 23 minutes. The Mamores were traveresed in a little over seven hours and, benefiting from a recce the previous evening, he dropped through the forest

into Glen Nevis for a strong mn down the road to the Youth Hostel. With a time of 20 hours 45 minutes he became only the 17th person to run the Ramsay Round in under 24 hours.Two days after Phil’s mn, 17th June, Colin Donnelly set off from the Cluanie Inn in similar style - solo but supported. After much deliberation the previous day Colin decided to leave out Ben Attow and A Ghlas-bheinn from Jon Broxap’s 1988 Round of 28 Munros.Colin ran the South Cluanie Ridge first through to The Saddle on an 0100 hours star - the way Broxap now admits he would go given his nocturnal experiences on the big hills of Glen Affric. Despite missing out the two hills on the next stage, Colin was behind schedule but dug in over Mam Sodhail and Cam Eige to get back on target at the Affric support. The Clunie Horseshoe was knocked off in 5hrs 50 min. to finish with 26 Mun­ros in 22 hours 44min. Although he is The next generation o f Munro-baggers?

Photo: Peter Hartleyadamant that he could not have done At­tow and A Ghlas-bheinn as well, Colin’s achievement stands right up there with the best North and South of the border. Colin, of course, it must be stressed, is the one runner omnipresent in the World Cup since its inception - he finished 17th in the Czech Republic two months after his Round.Unbeknown to Donnelly, Broxap et al the above sums were being made redundant as the Scottish Mountaineering Club had been rearranging the furniture. Amongst the changes to Munros Tables was the promotion of Sgurr na Camach in the Five Sisters group. As both Broxap and Don­nelly went over this new Munro, the contour being too tricky, they can now claim 29 and 27 respectively. This gives Broxap (me) more than Adrian Belton managed in 1991. More bad news for Belton, though - the SMC demoted Sgurr an Iubhair on the Mamores so his tally now drops to 27. At the whim of the SMC the 24 hour Munro-bagging league table has been stood on its head.There’s a good case for putting Broxap as undisputed champion on 29, Belton and Donnelly joint second on 27, poor old Stone down to 4th on 25 with the Ramsay brigade all now on 23. NB. When Charlie Ramsay established the Round in 1978, Sgurr an Iubhair was not a Munro, though he probably climbed it, it would be crazy not to! It was promoted by the SMC in 1980, now its demoted again.Until someone - Hartell or Rigby ? - does the Broxap Round, including Sgurr na Camach, in under 23 hours 20 min. or, good luck to them, adds Tom a Choinich and Toll Creagach, the record stands. Its about time someone had a crack at it - its 10 years next summer.

Starting from these two places would give me 34 Munros and I could pick up the rest here and there, finishing with a trip north to the Fannaichs.I had two weeks holiday at the end of May and the beginning of June and my 50th birthday came right at the end of that holiday. I decided on the first of those weeks for my trip, as a few friends were on holiday during that week and there was a chance that some of them could be persuaded to come and keep me company on some of the mountains. However I did not want the endeavour to become a huge production involving lots of people supporting me. I just thought it would be more fun with a bit of company. I also hoped that it would be possible during the week to spend a few evenings in the hotels consuming some liquid to fuel the following day’s efforts.Well, it all worked out beautifully. The weather was fantastic for almost the whole 7 days. Apart from the first day which I did alone, I was accompanied by good friends, all of whom seemed to enjoy the wonderful days on the hill, as well as the beer at night. I had been worried about injuries. As I’ve got older I’ve picked up lots of niggling injuries which, like the rattles of an old car never quite disappear, but over the week they faded into insignificance. By the

Over the Top .... Again!On 26th June three friends and I embarked on the 8th "Four Peaks Challenge" under the team name of "Over the Top .... Again!!" In 48 hours we climbed the four highest mountains in Britain - Ben Nevis (Scotland), Scafell Pyke (England), Snow­don (Wales) and Carantouhill (Ireland). We climbed 15,000 feet and drove close on 2,000 miles. The question is why? Perhaps the words that follow will give you an insight into an event that is an exceptional expedition with one guarantee - FUN.Fifty teams took part in the event, each team consisting of a driver and three runners. The aim of each team was to raise £3,000 for the Wooden Spoon Society. This is a charity that was established in 1983 and raises money for children and young people with special needs.In 1996 a staggering £222,953.99 was raised by Four Peakers towards the first Wooden Spoon Society Teenage Cancer Trust Unit. This year an even more amazing total has been pledged of £426,000 which will ensure the first £500,000 unit will be built at Christie’s Hospital in Manchester. Team 48 in the Vauxhall Four Peaks Challenge consisted of driver, Will Leitch, a BBC Radio 54 Live producer/presenter; restaurateur Norman Brown; major projects engineer Richard Coe and our secret Weapon for the event was the legendary fell

runner Joss Naylor MBE. Last year Joss celebrated his 60th birthday by running the 60 highest peaks in the Lake District - all of them over 2,500 feet. The mn was almost 110 miles and involved nearly 40,000 feet of ascent - the equivalent of running from sea level to the summit of Everest one and a half times non-stop!We were given a Vauxhall 3.1 TDS Monter- ray Diamond to drive round in - a brand new £30,000 vehicle and very nice too. Thursday dawned, photographs and safety talks were given and onto Ben Nevis we ran. The weather conditions were well described by a cameraman filming the event:"I’ve had a bit of a problem getting to the top. It’s gusting 60mph, I’ve been blown over three times, the filming conditions are appalling with snow/sleet and my fingers are too numb to operate the camera."The team ran well although Joss pushed an unrelenting pace which started to show towards the summit. A quick Mars bar and down we went. Fingers returned to nor­mality and a furious mn in at the finish ensured third place. However once back in the team vehicle I asked Joss how we had done. He reckoned we had mn like old men and gave us a generous 2.5 out of ten. Oh no....Once down in the Lake District we stayed at Bowderdale, where Joss lives. Three hours sleep was achieved. We let him drive the Cumbria section and wow he is a great rally

driver as well - I have never driven over country lanes as fast in all my life and Joss reckons he has slowed down in old age - don’t tell Vauxhall! Scafell was a little dis­appointing. We went up well but the summit was so windy you could hardly stand up. I hurt my ankle and as a consequence came down slowly. Joss has been up and down in 47 mins at best. The quickest on the chal­lenge was about 1 hour 21 mins.Snowdon came quickly and the weather wasn’t too bad. We were up in 63 mins and won the Snowdon Bowl for the fastest time on the mountain. They have done a lot of work on the Pyg Track to prevent erosion and it makes a great path to mn along. Onto Holyhead and the ferry to Dun Laoghaire by which time we were fairly shattered. At the other end poor Will had to drive 200 miles to Killamey in South West Ireland. Carantouhill was brilliant. A hard climb up and then once down the Devils Ladder a furious race with two other teams along the two mile mn to the finish. We were third and ecstatic at finishing the event. Champagne corks were popped, photographs were taken and a feeling of total euphoria prevailed.In less than 48 hours we drove close on 2000 miles, climbed 15,000 feet, achieved a total running time of 9:13:56 and were a satisfying fourth place overall. And that was the Four Peaks this year! Fancy a mn next year?

The breaking of the Lake District 24 Hour Record will always be a defining point in the history of mountain endurance run­ning. It is without doubt the toughest chal­lenge of it’s type in the UK and probably the world. Bold words, but can you think of any other non-stop mountain challenge which involves 92 miles + 40,000ft of ascent. The existing fine record of 76 peaks was set by Mark McDermott in 1988 and was the equivalent of almost exactly 1 v2 Bob Graham rounds. To even match the record, a contender needs to keep going for 24 hours at a pace fast enough to speed round the Bob Graham in 15 hours, a time which to the best of my knowledge has so far only been achieved by Billy and Stuart Bland. This puts the challenge into perspective.Mark Hartell’s build up for the 1997 at­tempt, his third, was better than ever. He had reccied all the sections a number of times, sometimes linking two or three sections together carrying a sack and he had run the night sections at night. He had designed a schedule based on Mark McDermott’s times in 1988 and matched these times in training. During the months leading up to the attempt he was in the winning High Peak Marathon team and he won the 59 mile Fellsman Hike in early May. Disappointed with the way he felt on the Fellsman, doubts crept in and Mark considered forgetting the whole thing as he had no wish to ‘let down his pacers again’. However, with Jim Davies he won the overall running on the Scottish Island Peaks Race in mid-May and with Mark Seddon he won the Elite Class on the Lowe Alpine MM on the Isle of Jura at the beginning of June. To some, this all seemed a ‘bit’ excessive but for Mark this was the way it had to be and a deadly serious, ‘do or die’ third and final attempt to break the record was on - Martin Stone To Mark’s article, contributions have been added at suitable points by his pacers. 
Mark Hartell writes:This would have been a dream for Anneka Rice. I had no fewer than 23 people who had pledged to give up their time to look after me and support me day and night. No doubt, she would have used this as an opportunity to build a house or re-roof achurch. Me ?.I just went for a run.Having said that, you have to realise that this was no ordinary carefree trot with some of my mates. No, this was the cul­mination of years of training, planning and dreaming. This was going to be the "big one”. To understand why I came to be standing in a thin drizzle on a campsite in the Lake District at 04.55 on a Satur­day morning it is necessary to wind the clock back seven years to where I realised that my successful completion of the Bob Graham round of 42 peaks in the English

Lake District was going to be the begin­ning of a journey rather than the end. Up to that point I hadn’t realised that each time I made one of these dreams come true, I would simply find new, harder ones to fill the gap.A few months later, I was at the presen­tation ceremony to receive my certificate of achievement from the club president, Mark McDermott. It is a founding tradi­tion that the current president of the club is the holder of the 24 hour record so here I was meeting the man who had beaten Joss Naylors record set back in 1976....and he looked normal. Small thoughts start to form.Summer 1992 and, having given up smok­ing, I manage to get round the Paddy Buckley Round (a Welsh equivalent of the Bob Graham) in just over 18 hours; well ahead of my expectation. Small thoughts get bigger and I pluck up the courage to get hold of the list of peaks traversed by Mark for his record. Immediate despon­dency, once I realised that the 76 peaks based around the Bob Graham involved complete new sections was replaced by a gradual determination as I used nearly every weekend over the coming year to reccy sections of the route.July 1993 and like a lamb to the slaughter, a young and nervous fell-runner with more aspirations than common sense is standing at the start on a weekend where a forecast of "heavy, frequent and squally showers with hail on higher ground" would have most sensible people doing a spot of canoeing. That fell-runner was me and eight hours later my dreams were shattered as I came into Dunmail twenty minutes down on schedule and called it a day feeling acutely embarrassed at having wasted the time of those dedicated friends

who were stood there in the rain happy to run with me and support me if I was going on.June 1994 sees a repeat run. The same burning enthusiasm has delivered me tense and nervous to the start line on a day of dubious weather and the inevitable follows... only this time it is in front of the cameras as a crew from Border TV are making a documentary about the Bob Graham. Bitter disappointment then, and the same feeling that I have let my mates down and failed very publicly. Time to re-think.1995 sees me with a different goal, the Ramsay round of 24 Munros in Lochaber. By now, however, I am becoming known as "Rain Boy" and, sure enough, I pick a weekend when snow is forecast above 3000 feet for the attempt. With gritted teeth I steel myself for 24 hours of run­ning in the wet and the clag, desperately needing a success to boost my confidence but everything ends very suddenly as I step of a patch of old snow descending Sgurr Eilde Mor. Seconds later I am out of control, sliding down the slope headfirst and on my back!!! Amazingly I got away with only a bashed knee to show for my 300 foot slide but once more I have to hobble down to the waiting support and mumble my excuses.After all this, I knew I needed to prove something to myself. Everybody else seemed to think I was the hard luck guy but I wasn’t sure any more. So, June 1996 saw me back in Scotland but this time on my own and under a cloudless sky I managed to complete those 24 Munros with a few minutes in hand. In the following weeks I exceeded my expecta­tions, coming second on The Hard Rock, my first 100 mile run in the USA and had
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a long but enjoyable day (and night) cycling across Ireland and running up the 3000 foot mountains on the way with Adrian Belton.Unfinished business then...and by Novem­ber, three people had even suggested that I should have another go. So it was that on June 13th (a Friday, no less !!) I came to be in Keswick, trying to get some sleep before my early start. This time felt dif­ferent; despite tension in the weeks lead­ing up to this day, I now felt calm. I knew that I was better organised and by now, I had experience of being on my feet for a full 24 hours and more. One problem remained, however, the "Rain Boy" tag was proving difficult to shift and the op­timism of the forecasters was rudely dis­pelled by the reality of the drizzly clag outside the window.And that’s how I came to be trotting down the road from Braithwaite to the foot of Skiddaw with a feeling of resignation as I looked up to where the hills should have been basking in the early morning light. Once again, a small army of pacers were lined up and were being cheerful in the face of adversity. Once again my wife, Debbie, had put up with months of my repeated absence at weekends and once again, Fred Rogerson, the club chairman had got up at some unearthly hour to drive from Windermere to wish me well and see me off. How could I let these people down again ? Two hours later, on the climb up to Little Calva and the pacers inform me Iam five minutes down .deja vu. Thistime though, something is different and once we safely reach Coombe, the scene of my navigational blunder back in 1994 I snap into a different mood. I am frustrated and angry that all this preparation and commitment can be dashed by the fickle vagaries of the weather and so decide to throw caution to the wind. Rather than running at the pace which I know I am capable of sustaining I will run to the schedule ‘till I can run no more. These are desperate measures indeed....all my ex­perience to date has taught me the neces­sity of running "within" oneself but that approach won’t work here. Some deter­mined running UP Lonscale fell means that I am back on schedule but have to postpone the planned rice pudding feed as the pacers cannot be expected to carry the sac, run to keep up with me and sort out some food. The "second breakfast" - tinned peaches and rice is quickly dis­patched on the way up Blencathra and then we negotiate the horribly greasy top of Halls fell ridge before blasting down to Threlkeld one minute down after four hours running.
Mark Seddon - Leg 1 -> Threlkeld Out of my tent at 4:30 am in time for Mark’s 5-am start. My body was still feeling asleep but I was determined to give Mark all the help I could. The first 2 wiles was straight down the A66 to Keswick it felt very fast to me up to

Photo: Rex SticklandLatrigg car park where Hugh Symonds joined us. I quickly changed from trainers to Walshes and lost 100m. The pace was so fast that I took half the climb of Lonscale Fell to catch up. We climbed into the cloud and a strong northerly wind was blowing. By Skiddaw Mark was a few minutes down on schedule and I was still struggling to keep up every rummage in the rucksack for food or drink meant 50m or so to catch up. By Great ScaFell we had lost around 6 minutes on schedule but mainly because of the wind. From here the wind was behind or to the side. Coombe being such a small hill, had caused navigational problems on previous at­tempts but now Mark and Hugh’s extra familiarity with this area and a careful bearing meant no problems this time despite the 50m visibility. Mark flew down the next descent and managed to jog some of the long marshy drag up to Bowscale Fell, pulling back around 4 minutes in the process. By Blencathra, I was very tired and not being very good on steep, wet, rocky descents I gave the support rucksack to Hugh and watched them disappear down Hall’s Fell. They arrived at Threlkeld on schedule which was a magnificent start in difficult condi­tions.

M. H.There seems to be some surprise and a buzz of excitement as I go through the support point but I have no time to stop or look around and am off up Clough Head and back into the mist and drizzle. This section is where I have planned an ex­tra peak. Catsycam is scheduled for 15 minutes out and 13 back but with the wet rock I expect it might take a little longer. When I check my watch and realised that I have done out and back in 26 minutes, I realise that I must be running fairly quickly. Coming down from Dollywaggon Pike we emerge from the mist and sud­denly I can see that the cloud base is rising and it is drying-up. This fuels my determination and I find myself arriving at Dunmail Raise 10 minutes ahead of schedule. Well, this is it.GAME ON !!!

Andrew Davies Leg 2 -> Dunmail Raise The shout went up that Mark would be with us shortly. Although we were only pacers, we were still nervous to not let him down. I didn’t really know Mark, being a last minute addition to the team. Waiting there, seeing the clag on the tops and wind in the trees and feeling drizzle on my face I thought it likely he would quit. But as he arrived there was not a single negative word cheery greetings to one and all. He grabbed some food and was gone before the event sack, due to be worn that day on may different backs, had been made ready. A few things stand out about the next few hours. The weather far from good. At least the wind was a tail­wind, but it really needed to clear and dry up if he was to have a fair chance. All the way south to Helvellyn we kept imagining that the clag was clearing and weather improving, but of course it wasn’t. With the extra peak, Catstye Cam, in the bag we dropped off Dollywagon to Angle Tarn and it was definitely looking better to the west. Returning a little later from Greatrigg Man, Mark had gained minutes on the schedule and conditions had im­proved enough to give him a fighting chance.We were a team of 3 pacers and such was the pace that a pause to record times, extract a jacket, food or drink instantly left one lagging behind and required an im­mense effort to make up the ground. By the ascent of Fairfield, Mark was stronger than a ny of us and two of us dropped a little behind, meeting up again on the return from Hart Crag. We were meant to be pacers, know the route, keep spirits high and be strong enough to provide encouragement. Yet, he could quote bear­ings from memory, foresee and warn of possible navigation errors, was never breathless but chatty and good humoured, relentlessly clawing minutes back from the schedule. By Dunmail we were all weary, glad to have done our job on such a historic day, happy to see Mark step over the stile on his way up another steep climb. Another 16 hours of this with no respite and we could only look on in awe. 
Mark Elsegood Leg 3 -> iMngdale We arrived at Dunmail to find that Mark was believed to be just ahead of schedule despite the less than perfect weather. Encouragingly though the lower tops were beginning to clear and the forecast for a brighter afternoon seemed correct. The party gathered in anticipation of Mark’s arrival included the then holder of the record Mark McDermott, still jetlagged from the previous days flight from the Middle East. A roll call of the others included Martin Stone, Craig Harwood, Debbie Hartell and Isla the dog, also Rex Stickland, Andrew Addis, Karen and Dan Parker, Emma Moody and Debbie Thompson and of course the pacers for the next section, John Kewley and myself. After a swift distribution of kit, John and I were ready for Mark’s arrival, just. Mark
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was 12 minutes up on schedule and no sooner had he arrived than he was as­cending Steel Fell after his usual rolling stop, closely attended by Martin and Craig and a tray full of goodies. He was in good spirits and climbed like a demon. The diagonal traverse he showed me on my successful round two weeks earlier worked well and we started the leg up on time. The tops were now clear and the running was good. Mark had thoroughly reccied the route and stuck to it religiously to the mild astonishment of a group of ramblers who had chosen to picnic on one of the short cuts. Whilst John and I politely ran round, Mark went storming through. The climb to Sergeant Man was hard. Mark was feeling light headed and John and I steadied the pace to allow Mark to feed and recuperate. This seemed to work as the time losses over the rest of the leg were reduced to just a few minutes. This leg provides a lot of good running and not much chance to gain time. Navigation in the clear weather was not a problem, but it was a good job Mark was concentrating because as 1 was setting off for Harrison Stickle from Thunacar Knott, Mark sternly reminded me, "Pavey Ark if you don’t mind!" Whoops!The fells were beginning to fill up and amongst them were two of Mark’s old university friends who were a bit bewil­dered as to why Mark was unable to stop and chat. Some kind of run against the clock he said as he sped on toward Loft Crag. The end of the leg was now in site across the valley floor and Mark led the way down the tortuous descent into Langdale. Another descent and the knees were beginning to hurt and Nurofen was requested of the advanced support team scouts who were jogging down the road to meet us. Langdale is probably the psychological low point, being just under halfway with 10 hours under your belt and the big climbs to follow and so it seemed. Mark was tired and aching but determined and feeding of all the sincere encourage­ment the team could muster.
M. H.Two hours later, after the many short climbs of the Langdales I begin to wonder about paying the price for the early speed and enthusiasm. Six. precious minutes have slipped from that schedule arid the effort is beginning to tell. New section, new pacers however and we have Ben the dog coming along now.The climb up Pike O’Blisco is quite tough and I am facing up to the prospect of sustaining this pace for another 14 hours. Once we are up Blisco I perk up and start catching up on the news of the pacers - we can relax a bit now as the rock is dry and the cloud is clear of the tops. Going over Bowfell though, I can see that the Scafells are still in the clag and wonder how wet the rock will be. We decide that Ben really shouldn’t tackle Broad stand since he is not a very big dog and so it is just Bob Berzins and myself who tackle the drip­

ping wet rock of the intimidating corner. He heaves me up then has a desperate struggle to follow. What do I do ? - I dread the thought that I might be respon­sible for an accident and then, with a big sigh of relief, he has sorted the awkward move and we can press on. Great Gully and the West Wall traverse demand simi­lar respect but shortly we are traversing over to Lingmell and soon we will be down into Wasdale and still just about on schedule. Hell, this is going to happen!! I can see the cloud lowering again as night draws nearer but my schedule has time in for a 78th top, Fleetwith Pike, and I know I only need to do 77. I can use those 23 minutes to counter the slower pace which may be forced if we are in the mist at night.
Ben, the Dog (Alias Dan Parker) - 
Leg 4 -> WasdaleWe arrived in Langdale an hour or so early and had to hang around waiting for this bloke called Mark to turn up. There was someone else called Mark there already so I'm not sure why he wouldn’t do instead. After a couple of bowls of water at the Old Dungeon Ghyll I amused myself with an attractive looking Collie called Isla. First we played ‘lets see who can bark the loudest’ and when that wasn’t approved of we tried ’face licking while shoe laces were being tied’ instead.Eventually the particularly important Mark turned up - rather slowly I thought considering how long we had been hanging around. He did look rather pale and unwell though, so I let him off. Once we got going the pace was quite reasonable as we climbed up the first hill - "Pike of Blisco’ I think it’s called. My first problem came on the way up Crinkle Crags when we hit a rather steep and rocky bit - not so easy when your legs are as short as mine. However with a bit of help 1 made it up and we carried on into the mist. There was clearly a risk of getting lost here so I made sure to run ahead and find the way before coming back to fetch the rest of the party. There was never any danger of not finding them in the mist with all that puffing and panting going on.The descent of Bowfell to Rossett Pike was entertaining, for me at least, though I’m not sure if Mark liked it as I tried to show him at close quarters exactly where to put his feet. I eventually gave up and did a few hill intervals up Rossett Pike to keep me amused. I must say if I had chosen the route around here I’d have gone to Esk Pike first and then Rossett Pike, but apparently there really isn’t any­thing in it, or so I was told by Isla later.At Esk Hause we met up with a very nice man called Barry who proceeded to dish out heaps of food and drink. Mark’s favourite seemed to be Rice Pudding and Peaches. Personally I think he’d have done a lot better on half a tin of Pedigree Chum (or PC as we dogs call it) every hour, but there’s no accounting for taste.
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We quickly proceeded along the tops over Scafell Pike and down to Mickledore where Karen was waiting for me. Initially she had been a bit apprehensive but I soon won her over with my charms. At Broad Stand I finally met my match - there was no way I was going up, and certainly not having seen Mark alarmingly spread- eagled above me. While we were waiting for Mark and Bob to reappear I discovered that the rocks here gave a particularly loud resonant echo when you barked (so I made good use of the fact). A few dozen more hill intervals chasing and demolishing a stick was also quite fun.The others finally reappeared and we headed over towards Lingmell before a very rapid descent down into Wasdale. I raced on ahead to try to get a quick bite to eat, hoping to be asked to help on the next section as well. Unfortunately it was not to be - something about not having suitable headlight I think...
M. H. / llilfij! *Wasdale then; and here is the President himself, my Macclesfield club mate, Mark McDermott. Despite only arriving back in the UK from Oman 24 hours earlier he is here and is going to run with me to Honister. There is a massive team of well wishers assembled and the road support pair of Craig Harwood and Martin Stone are going to any length to ensure I eat and drink enough - Craig even follows me up the hillside balancing a tray of food in one hand until the fell wall makes this imprac­tical: the Campari girls have nothing on you, Craig.On many occasions I had visualised the route and how if would feel. Nearly always I expected the relentless climb up the side of Yewbarrow to be my nemesis but with the joking and chattering I suddenly realised the top was in sight. Brilliant !! The cloud was still threatening and down on Pillar but the pace was adequate and there was a final few seconds of brilliant light as the setting sun camc below the cloud layer out to the West. Darkness threatening now and as we tackle the rocky descent of Great Gable it becomes tricky, headtorches on and con­centrating hard but every time we reach a top it seems like I have lost a couple of minutes. Descending into Honister the ground seems rougher than I remember and as I repeatedly stumble I feel the record beginning to slip from my grasp. Arriving at Honister I am briefly angry - everybody seems so cheerful and light hearted but don’t they realise... this is serious !! I am losing it !!
Mark Elsegood Leg 5 -> Honister To a lot of people this leg is the decider. If you can manage the climb out of Wasdale up Yewbarrow you are well on your way. The pacers were prepared for this and were ready to provide all the encourageme nt necessary. Mark arrived on time and seemed in fine form. Another expert rolling stop and we set off up Yewbarrow. Mark McDermott had joined Richard Calder and



myself for this section as Craig was injured (and very disappointed). Talk of the Himalayas, the Middle East and the forthcoming Hardrock 100 kept Mark oc­cupied for the duration of the first climb. Things were going well again, up on time and a relatively fine evening in prospect. The low clouds were now only hovering over the very high tops of Gable and Scafell, although Steeple was strangely isolated in it’s own zone of mist. We were jointed by an irrepressible John Kewley on Scoat Fell who had unwisely ascended the screes of Wind Gap to meet us. The pace was steady, but the climbs were hard with a few minutes dropped on the climbs of Pillar and Kirkfell. Support though seemed in abundance as Jo Faulkner and Ruth were col hopping and providing a welcome supplement to the pacers rations. As dusk was beginning to fall at Beck Head the mood was lifted again by new blood as Andrew Davies appeared out of the mist to do another stint.
Andrew Davies - I^eg 5 -> HonisterI waited for what seemed like an age, sat on my perch above Beck Head in the mist, straining to hear the sound of the team approaching. Mark, flanked by his pacers and supporting friends eventually appeared and about 5 of us set off up Gable. Mark was looking a little tired like it wasn’t easy any more and yet he was still on form, focused and attentive to the navigation, hap py to talk every so often. The mist cleared but it quickly became dark enough on the descent of Gable to require head torches. Many torches lit the way as pacers running to the side, shone their beams across the way, trying to prevent any slowing of the pace. The soft run out to Base Brown was a welcome change from the rocky tracks of the last few hours although the contour route to Brandreth was exceedingly hard going in the dark. Mark McDermott dropped low from the start and gained on all of us. We w ere slightly behind schedule at this point and the pacers were preparing to persuade Mark to drop Fleetwith Pike. No need, he had already realised that this was unwise and was heading directly for Honister. Dropping in to the- welcome of many lights at Honister one could feel a sense earnest which had brought everyone to this place in the middle of the night to urge Mark on.
M.H.Five hours to go and this is not going to be easy but we negotiate the short leg to Newlands Hause with only 5 more minutes lost and the support team have even sent Wendy Dodds up onto the fell with her broken arm to shine a torch at the start of the step descent to the col by the waterfall. Still no time for the planned brief rest stops, I must use every minute to make forward progress. Coming off Ard Crags we are 50 metres too far right and have a brief flounder in the heather - it’s slipping away again. The pacers sense my tension and double up on navigation, plan­

ning to use the extra people on this section to mark the key points on the dog-legs out to Whiteless Pike and up and down Grassmoor. Everything seems to be going OK but Grassmoor is in the cloud and the expected dawn still hasn’t materialised. Suddenly I have lost over 10 minutes just on Grassmoor and only have 8 minutes in hand. Time to pick it up but have I got any reserves left ? Traversing out to Whiteside I take a line slightly too high and, in the half light of dawn, the top seems further along the ridge than I remem­ber. Chris tells me I am on schedule but I don’t believe it. Back then and more tricky contouring under Hobcarton Pike and round to Ladyside Pike. I have definitely picked up now, only two tops remain and the pain in my toenails doesn’t seem to be getting any worse. Back along the fault lines to the top of Hobcarton Pike and Anne Stentiford, holder of the Ladies 24 hour record, reminds me to "pull my finger out". Really pushing now, even run­ning up the easier parts of the climb and then 1 am on top of Grizedale Pike. 
Andrew Addis Leg 8 -> Braithwaite 1 had been privileged to pace this final leg on Mark McDermott’s 76 peaks, when in perfect weather, a fiery Mark bagged the extra two peaks and with time to spare celebrated on Grisedale Pike, before taking Joss’ legendary Lake District 24 Hour Record. Nine years almost to the day and this time it was so very different. On a very long and dark night, with clag and drizzle on Grasmoor and Sand Hill, a struggling Mark lost precious minutes as the whole adventure became terribly tense! As I waited on a misty Hobcar­ton with Ann and Bill, the spare time was slipping away when suddenly crash­ing rocks below us signalled the arrival of a resurgent Mark. We fly onwards to Grisedale and soon a new record is set and history made Mark, that was too tight for comfort!!
M. H.Seventy seven tops and just the final de­scent to do. Still no time to relax, how­ever, so I ask for everybody to give me plenty of space and set off down the stony ridge. Now I can see the campsite and after a final slither down the wet grass onto the valley path I hit the road and step up the pace once more, round the final corner and for the final 300 yards I am sprinting and there are nearly 20 people at 4.47 on a Sunday morning cheering me in with just 13 minutes to spare. With the amazing support, dedication and en­couragement of some of my best friends and fellow fell-runners I have achieved the ambition which sowed itself as a tiny seed seven years before.I only managed one extra top but you have to leave something for the next man or woman don’t you ?!!

N e w s  S u m m a r yThe Summer of 1997 will be remembered by many as a time of great achievement on the long distance scene.

MARK MCDERMOTT & MARK 
HARTELL HARDROCK 100 WINLess than a month after the Lake District24 Hour Record run, the two Marks along with 6 other Brits took part in the Hardrock 100, probably the USA’s toughest trail race. The event takes place each July in the San Juan Mountains of SW Colorado. The statistics are impres­sive - 100 miles and 30,000 feet of ascent, 90% of the route is above 10,000ft and you cross 13 passes above 12,500ft. The high point of the route is 14,000ft and it crosses a number of snowfields! A lean Mark McDermott hadn’t done any running for months but was well ac­climatised. He had recently returned from an expedition to the world’s 4th highest peak Lhotse, where he climbed to 27,500ft (within 500ft of the summit) without oxygen. As the race progressed, the Marks decided to stick together and their team work completely psyched out the top American competitors who rely on pacers to keep them going when it gets tough on these races. It was not surprising that afte

r 45 miles Mark Hartell’s body began to tell him that after the Lakeland Peaks Record, this was one race too many. He struggled "on empty" from there to the linish. However, the two Marks crossed the line together in 30hrs 33mins, set a course record and beat a field of 99 runners by almost 2 hours. The result epitomised everything that is good about the long distance mountain running scene. New Record holder and ex-record holder of the Lakeland 24 Hour Record, good mates running together, their friends hip quite unaffected by the significance of events 4 weeks earlier. A great result in so many ways.
DAVE SLEATH BRITISH THREE 
PEAKS RECORD BIKE/FOOTOn Friday 6th June at 18.45hrs, Dave set out for Fort William from Caernar­fon on his bike in an attempt to break Stephen Poulton's record that has stood since 1980. Over the next 35hours 40mins he cycled 450 miles at an average speed of 17mph and ran to the summits of Snowdon, Scafell Pike and Ben Nevis. He climbed Snowdon in the evening and by 05.30 Saturday morning had cycled the 170 miles to Langdale. He spent about 5 hours on the hill and then set off from Seathwaite on the 260 mile cycling leg northwards through Gretna Green, Lock­erbie, leaving the A74 at Abington for the A73, passing through Lanark, New- mains and into Glasgow. He cycled up the A82 and arrived at Glen Nevis at 02.30, climbed the Ben and was back in Fort William for breakfast. There have been a number of unsuccessful attempts to break Poulton’s record but Dave, aged 53, managed to reduce it by six hours. He was paced on the bike by a few friends and to save even more time used a mountain bike for the first sections of track at the foot of Snowdon and to the foot of Rossett in Langdale.
NICKIINNES ST. CUTHBERT’S 
WAY RECORDThis is a 62 mile route through Scottish Border country from Melrose Abbey near the Eildon Hills to the Priory at Lindis- fame and includes about 4,500ft ascent. On Saturday 19th July, Nicki established the inaugural record for this run which crosses the Eildons, runs along Dere Street, over the Cheviots to Kirk Yetholm, then follows the Pennine Way for a while before diverting to Wooler and finally Lindisfame. On a hot but beautiful day, Nicki completed the route in 12hrs 55mins, running on her own but supported by her husband and family. She raised about 500 for charity.
INKEN BLUNK CAIRNGORM 6 
TOPS ROUNDOn May 15th, Inken completed a circuit of the 4 Cairgorm Munros plus the tops Ben Avon and Ben A’ Bhuird. She started and finished at the Linn of Dee at 7 .00am and

made an anti-clockwise traverse. It was a very fine day but progress across the Cairngorm plateau was hindered by snow which in places was thigh deep. This had fallen 10 days previously in sufficient depth to block the passes. The run took her 14hrs 48mins and she was supported at Fords of Avon and the summit of Ben Macdui. It was a modest time until one remembers the conditions on the plateaux and Inken reckoned the circuit as about 40 miles with 10,500 ft ascent.
ANDY WALMSLEY BLEASDALE & BOWLAND WATERSHEDSince details of the route in the pre­vious magazine, Andy sped round the route on 21st June in 6hrs 59mins. The figure of 30 miles and 5,300ft ascent for this route from Chipping to Giggleswick only tells half the story as innumerable peat hags and boggy hollows interrupt progress. Andy’s 9 hour schedule was a bit pessimistic and he ran strongly for most of the route, accompanied for a few miles by Les Orr who he bumped into him on Parlick Fell. The day was mixed but distinctly cold an d damp at the Cross of Greet pass, one of the points where he was supported by his father and a few friends. Andy hopes he has now thrown down the gauntlet for the local club, Bowland Fellrunners.
MIKE CUDAHY SCOTTISH 
4000’S by FOOT & BIKELast winter (March 20th), Mike did a solo traverse of the Scottish 4’s, connected by bike. He started from Derry Lodge at 10.00am. There were only moderate amounts of snow and little ice. However, boulder fields were occasionally tricky with new snow and spin drift with high winds, white-out conditions persisted on both the Braeriach and Macdui plateaux. Darkness fell as he approached Cairngorm but the mist cleared as he descended and he arrived at Coire Cas car park at 9.00pm. He was met by Inken Blunk and after a good meal and change he hopped onto the bike and encountered the worst ice of the trip down to Aviemore. The ride to Aonach Mor was perfect; full moon, quiet roads and the Hale Bop Comet in full flow. He reached the Aonach Mor car park and by 5.30am it was light enough to depart without the torch. In contrast to the Cairngorms the ‘Lochaber 4x4 thousand footers’ were traversed in superb condi­tions of clear visibility and winter sun­shine. After a little step cutting on Aonach Beag, the descent of the Cam Mor Dearg arete was quite straight forward. Mike had hoped to do the whole thing in under 24 hours but although summit to summit was 22.53hrs, completion time was 29,27hrs. However, in winter, conditions are far more relevant than times. He enjoyed the extra spice of the solo aspect but felt it important to choose the right conditions.

MARK HARTELL LAKE DISTRICT
24 HOUR RECORDThe story of Mark Hartell’s 77 peaks record is described in a separate article and we are now left to wonder who, if anyone will now take on the mantle of such an extreme challenge. Maybe one or two of the pacers who were present on 14th June might be worthy contenders. In 1988 when Mark McDermott improved on Joss’ legendary record, a few carping cynics were all too vocal in expressing the view that he had cheated because he couldn’t possibly have the ability to break the record. This was unfair and over the passage of time, the slur has detracted from the recognition that such an achieve­ment merited. There are a number of uncanny similarities between the two Mark’s, not least the meticulous planning and preparation for their record attempts. They are both members of Macclesfield Harriers and come from the North West, also they both work in the computing industry. They ran at approximately the same pace throughout, although Mark Hartell had to deal with much trickier weather conditions than Mark McDer­mott. When Mark Hartell beat his club- mate’s record in July, he was supported by some of the pacers who had helped nine years earlier and all felt it a great shame that anyone in the sport should have ever cast doubt on the integrity of Mark McDer mott’s record.
